Saturday morning coaches, teams, and schedule will be established after final registration.  In fall, practice usually begins a few weeks before school starts. Your coach will contact you with information on the upcoming season.  Generally, six games are played in each season of Saturday morning.  It is required that all soccer players wear shin guards and soccer shoes at all practices and games.  
The MAYSA (Madison Area Youth Soccer Association) program provides opportunities for players to compete against teams from other southern Wisconsin locations.  MAYSA leagues are available for virtually all age and skill levels.  The season consists of a fall and spring session with eight games each.  The season overlaps with our Saturday morning program however both programs can be scheduled to accommodate players who want to do both.  A MAYSA team will only be formed if there is enough interest at a given age level and a coach is willing to organize a team.  Registering does not guarantee a team will be formed.  Fees will be refunded when teams are not formed.
