September 13, 2006

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on September 8, 2006 and amended on September 11, 2006.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll Call.  Present:  Jeff Wirth, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek, Scott Stokes.

5.  Approve minutes from August 22, 2006 meeting.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Carol Linley to approve the minutes from the August 22, 2006 meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  There will be a meeting on September 28 at 6:00 at the Community Building for business owners to talk about how we can do a better job responding to the needs of businesses.  The public will be invited.  The speed board is not working.  Todd is working on getting it fixed.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding sediment runoff from the road to the star.  Dean Sanftleben and Warren Myers looked at the problem with the road to the star and Warren submitted a written recommendation.  Scott Stokes felt that if we try to collect water in a sediment trap, it will settle into Neal Strang’s yard.  He felt that it may be better to let the sediment drain into the street.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to table this item.  Sue Dietzen will contact Warren Myers to get some cost estimates to his solution for solving the problem.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding an approval of access to American Transmission Company (ATC) to replace a switch pole in Lion’s Park.  According to the contract that was signed with ATC, we need to give 60 days notice to settle a dispute with arbitration.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Kevin Graham to instruct Bill Greenhalgh to send notification of arbitration to ATC.  Motion carried.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the BUILD project plan – will not be acted on.  Ken Maly from Vierbicher Assoc. recommended that the board not act on this item until the BUILD committee meets and discusses the changes needed to be made to the project plan.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item until the BUILD committee meets.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a construction contract with Vierbicher.  This contract would involve having Vierbicher plan the infrastructure items for the Westland Park/Promenade, identify grants, etc.  It would also involve the coordination for taking the Park plan to the point of construction.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to table this item until Mr. Westland comes to the board to explain what he wants.  Motion failed.  Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Jeff Wirth, Raeanne LaCourt and Scott Stokes voted opposed.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the contract with Vierbicher and request a letter of intent from Fred Westland to have him explain his intentions.  Ken Maly will send a letter of request to Fred Westland.  Motion carried.
3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Public Safety Building/Municipal Building.  Jeff Wirth submitted a letter and plan.  One of the plans would be to locate the Village Office into the Community Building front office.  To do this, the Food Pantry would need to be moved to the lower level of the Community Building and Dane County JFF would be moved to an upstairs office.  Another option would be to purchase Dennis Halverson’s building at 117 Brodhead St. at a cost of $185,000.00 and move the Village Office in there.  Jeff would like to put together an ad hoc committee to look at future needs.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Carol Linley to turn both options down.  Motion carried.  Kevin Graham and Scott Stokes voted opposed.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 2006-8 Requesting Exemption from Library Tax.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Carol Linley to approve Resolution 2006-8 Requesting Exemption from Library Tax.  Motion carried.
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding an operator’s license for Richard W. Royston.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve an operator’s license for Richard W. Royston.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding a temporary Class B license for the Lion’s Club for October 7, 2006 for the Harvest Dinner. 7.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of 12 flag brackets with bands for light poles along walking path.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Scott Stokes to approve the purchase of 12 flag brackets with bands for the light poles along the walking path.  Motion carried.  Carol Linley and Frank Racek voted opposed.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding Dane County Cultural Affairs Grant for 2007 Mazopalooza event to be held January 4 – 7, 2007.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a Dane County Cultural Affairs Grant for the 2007 Mazopalooza event to be held January 4 – 7, 2007.  Motion carried.

9.  Discussion and possible action regarding the placement of the remainder of the street lights on Brodhead St.  Scott Stokes said that there are still 7 new light poles being stored in his building that are paid for.  They should be put up.  If the street lights are put in a residential district, Lowell Holcomb would like to see the wattage lowered.  In order to lower the wattage, the ballasts would need to be changed.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Jeff Wirth to put the remaining lights in the best possible location where they were designed to go toward Hwy. 14.  Clarification of the placement will come back to the board at a future meeting.  Roll call vote:  Kevin Graham, no.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, no.  Frank Racek, no.  Scott Stokes, yes.  Jeff Wirth, yes.  Motion carried.
10.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Satisfaction of Mortgage for Revolving Loan #100-89.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a Satisfaction of Mortgage for Revolving Loan #100-89.  Motion carried.

11.  Discussion and possible action regarding a missing pool key checked out to one of the lifeguards.  The missing key was found and turned in to Sue Dietzen, so no action was needed.

12.  Discussion and possible action regarding setting up a system to back up village related e-mails on personal computers on a CD for storage at the Village Office.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to require that all village related e-mails done on personal computers be backed up and turned in quarterly on a calendar year basis and turned in to the Village Clerk for storage.  Motion carried.

13.  Discussion and possible action regarding the 2007 contract for Greenhalgh & Krueger as Village legal counsel.  Bill Greenhalgh has notified the Village that he is now out on his own.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Scott Stokes to table this item and send bids out to other firms for the contract for legal counsel.  Motion carried.

14.  Discussion and possible action regarding permission for the Fire Dept. to have a tractor pull at Lion’s Park on October 1, 2006.  The Fire Dept. would like to have a tractor pull on October 1 because of the rain out on Wild West Days weekend.  They would use the track that is already set up.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to give the Fire Dept. permission to have a tractor pull at Lion’s Park on October 1, 2006.  Motion carried. 
12.  Committees.  5.  Public Protection & Ordinance.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding the burning ordinance.  There was a discussion regarding outdoor wood burning stoves.  They will be addressed at a later date for a possible separate ordinance.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Kevin Graham to adopt the burning ordinance as presented with some typographical changes.  Motion carried.

6.  Finance.  b.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  There will be a Parks meeting on Sept. 28 at 6:00 and a Public Works meeting on Sept. 19 at 5:00.
