REGULAR BOARD MEETING
September 26, 2006

Present:  Joy Green, Verda Smith, Darrold Hook, Bob Harper, Kim Lamoreaux, Brian Berquist, Warren Myers, Doug Robichaud, Brian Hood, Larry Green

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on September 21, 2006.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of agenda.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Jeff Wirth, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Scott Stokes.  Absent:  Frank Racek.

5.  Approve minutes from September 13, 2006 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the minutes from the September 13, 2006 board meeting with the addition of information relating to the Municipal Building/EMS discussion.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the NAMBA Internationals at Lake Marion from July 24 to July 29, 2007.  Our local model boat organization has been offered by the National Board Assoc. to meet at Lake Marion.  There could be about 100 to 150 people attending the event.  They would put in 2 150’ tents.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Scott Stokes to approve having the NAMBA International at Lake Marion from July 25 to July 29, 2007.  Doug Robichaud will check in with the board as plans progress.  The model boat club would like to keep the driver’s stand in all year instead of removing it in the winter.  The stand has been reinforced since it was tipped in the lake last year.  This item will be discussed and acted on at the next board meeting.  It will also be on the next agenda for the Park Committee.  Motion carried.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.    The report was written.
9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  A lease agreement for the lease of the Black Earth shop for Vanguard use has been submitted.  Sue Dietzen received a revised lease by e-mail at the end of the day.  She has not had a chance to review it.  The square footage has changed from the original lease.  The price has increased quite a bit.  A letter was received from Vanguard’s union asking to renegotiate and amend the present contract.  The contract is up in January, 2007.  

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding repairs to Well #3.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Lowell Holcomb to check with Tom Stunkard with the DNR about the codes for replacing the steel on the well house.  Warren Myers said that there may be codes regarding tightness required between the chlorine room and the pump.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding placement of new light poles on Brodhead St.  Scott Stokes would like to see the lights go up Brodhead St. according to the original plan.  He would like the lights put in the residential area to be placed at a lower wattage at $158.00 per fixture.  Bob Harper, Scott Stokes and Lowell Holcomb will decide on the placement of the fixtures.  Sue will send a letter to homeowners along Brodhead St. with a copy of the plan.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Carol Linley to bring a plan for the placement of the fixtures back to the board, have Sue Dietzen send a letter to the homeowners along Brodhead St. with a copy of the plan and have the fixture in front of the Historical Society brought to a lower wattage.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding an easement for American Transmission Company (ATC) to do repairs to a switch gear in Lion’s Park.  Brian Hood from Alliant appeared and explained that the attorneys need to determine who will be financially responsible for the costs of the bridging to keep the Industrial Park energized during their construction.  ATC wants to de-energize the existing line from Arena to the Mazo east substation so they can do their work safely.  When they take out the line, there will be no power to the Mazo west substation.  The plans are that the new pole and 3 switches will be replaced in the same hole as the existing pole.  Option 1 would be to have ATC build a temporary line around the pole or move the new pole 10’ to the north and leave all existing lines and switches intact until the new pole and switches are set.  Then we would have an approximate 4 to 6 hour outage instead of a 3 days outage.  We may be able to backfeed the Industrial Park.  A second option would be to establish distribution ties with Alliant and use Mazo’s system to backfeed the customers.  We would need an engineering study to determine the loads to come up with a scheme to make it work.  If it can be done, the engineering study and inter-connecting costs would be approximately $6000.00.  Option 3 would be a portable substation.  This would be the most expensive option.  The last option would be to rent generators.  This would not be practical because of the cost of the generators, hook ups and the diesel fuel to run them for 3 days.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Kevin Graham to table this item until payment responsibility is determined.  Motion carried.
11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding bid opening for the storm sewer project along the railroad corridor.   Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to award the storm sewer bid to S & S Underground including the base bid, water main offset, supplemental trench backfill, reroute the current storm sewer 4’ to the north, and install a 42” storm sewer at a cost of $139,264.00.  Motion carried.  Scott Stokes voted opposed.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding a request to allow dogs in Lion’s Park for a sled dog dry land racing event.  Joy Green approached the board about allowing dogs in Lion’s Park for a sled dog dry land racing event in October or November, 2007.  She has not approached the organization about holding the event here.  She has contacted Dane County Parks and they would be willing to close Walking Iron Park to horses that weekend.  The Lion’s Park would be ideal for race central.  Lion’s Park would be a place for the trucks to park and to unload the dogs.  There could be a food tent sponsored by a local organization.  The races would take place in Walking Iron Park.  The dogs would not be allowed to run loose.  The organizers would clean up after the dogs after the event.  There would be 80 to 140 teams.  Mounds Pet Foods would be willing to be involved.  The event would be internationally sponsored.  Set up and signage would be handled by the club.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Scott Stokes to approve allowing dogs in Lion’s Park for a sled dog dry land racing event in October or November, 2007.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a contract (2007/2008) with Tom Linley for cemetery care.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Scott Stokes to approve a contract with Tom Linley for cemetery care for 2007/2008.  Motion carried.  Carol Linley abstained. 

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding a contract for Johnson, Block & Company for accounting services.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve a contract for Johnson, Block & Company for accounting services.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding a temporary Class B license for the Mazomanie Fire Dept. for a Tractor Pull for October 1 & 2, 2006.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Jeff Wirth to approve a temporary Class B beer license for the Mazomanie Fire Dept. for a Tractor Pull for October 1 & 2, 2006.  A licensed bartender will need to be on the premises all the while beer is being sold.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding a zoning change from A-1 EX Exclusive Agricultural to C-2 Commercial for a property located at 10216 U.S. Hwy. 14 for the expansion of Premier Cooperative grain facility owned by Donna Drager, et al, under extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the above zoning change under extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding the installation of light fixtures on the Lion’s & Jaycee shelters at Lion’s Park.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the installation of light fixtures on the east side of the Lion’s shelter and west side of the Jaycee shelter.  Don Wallace will volunteer his time to install the lights.  Motion carried.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding the resubmission of the Smart Growth plan for funding.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Scott Stokes to approve the resubmission of the Smart Growth plan for funding.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding a change in the lease agreement with the Village of Black Earth for storage of Vanguard equipment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to table this item.  Sue Dietzen will send copies of both the old and new lease agreements to the board members.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  2.  Public Utilities.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding changing ballasts and bulb size in the new light fixtures in residential areas on Brodhead St.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Jeff Wirth to approve the purchase of 6 ballasts and bulbs for the new light fixtures to be placed in residential areas on Brodhead St.  Motion carried.

4.  Parks & Recreation.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase and installation of ballfield lights at Lion’s Park.  The cost of this project five years ago would have been $38,758.00 for 2 new 70’ poles and 4 existing poles to put lights in the outfield.  A proposal was also received for 6 new 70’ poles to put lights in the outfield at a cost of $59,511.00.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Jeff Wirth to table this item to get additional bids and clarification of funds available for the purchase of the lights.  The Mazo Mustangs will be donating toward the cost of the lights.  Motion carried.

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  The Good Neighbor Committee meets the third Wednesday of each month.  They have drafted a charter.  The November meeting will be held in Mazomanie at the Community Building from 7:30 to 9:00.  


There will be a Personnel Committee meeting on the 1st Thursday in October at 6:00 p.m.  There will also be a Park Committee meeting on Thursday, September 28th at 6:00 p.m. to finish up the budget.
