REGULAR BOARD MEETING

November 14, 2006

Present:  Piri Kerr, Laurie Lueck, Judy Lueck.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on November 10, 2006.

3.  Additions or Correction/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Carol Linley to approve the agenda with the following change:  Item #3 under New Business will be moved before Old Business.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll Call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Kevin Graham, Raeanne LaCourt, Erin Mitchell.

5.  Approve minutes from October 24, 2006 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to approve the minutes from the October 24, 2006 board meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  There was no Deputy in Charge report because of scheduling conflicts.  The report will be at the next board meeting. 

New Business.  3.  Discussion and possible action regarding fireworks at the Star Lighting on November 26, 2006.  Fireworks are planned for the 25th anniversary of the Star Lighting.  There are funds to purchase the fireworks left from past chili suppers.  Pete Peterson has been contacted and he is willing to sign the fireworks permit.  They will be set off from the trailer on the jeep.  The fireworks are self contained.  Ron Kerr will set off the fireworks.  They will take Indian packs filled with water and fire extinguishers up to the top of the bluff.  Pete Peterson will be lighting the star this year, so he will be on the top of the hill when the fireworks are lit.  If the weather is bad, an area off of Windmill Road will be used as an alternate site.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to allow having fireworks at the Star Lighting on November 26, 2006 as long as the Fire Chief signs the fireworks permit.  Motion carried.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of lights for the ballfield at Lion’s Park.  Raeanne LaCourt left word that she has not heard from the Mazo Mustangs yet with the amount of their donation toward the purchase of the lights.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to table this item until we get all of the facts.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion regarding the cost of bridging of electric service and easement for the replacement of a switch gear for ATC.  ATC will need to shut off the electric to the Village for possibly up to 3 days.  A problem was caused to a switch when the pole was hit on Hwy. 14 last summer.  Repairs need to be made to the switch at the east substation as well as a switch gear in the park.  The easement they are asking for is in the park.  The repairs will be very costly.  Alliant has suggested that we hire them to do an electric study for $2100.00 to see what we need to do to fix the immediate problem.  Sue Dietzen will check with Ken Maly to see if the repairs to the switch are TIF eligible since they benefit the industrial park.  Scott Stokes will check with ATC to see if they will pay for half of the repairs and study.  Scott will also check with Larry Stuckman to see what the cost would be to have him do the study.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding painting of the crosswalks on Hwy. 14.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to paint 5 crosswalks on Hwy. 14 with non slip beads.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding bids for legal counsel.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to appoint Greenhalgh Legal Services as legal counsel for the Village and Krueger & Hernandez, SC as legal counsel for the municipal court.  Scott Stokes is not happy with the speed and response time with Bill Greenhalgh. Other concerns were also raised.  Frank Racek and Carol Linley voted yes, Scott Stokes and Lowell Holcomb voted no. Motion fails due to a tie.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to table this item until the full board is present.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the placement of new street lights along Brodhead St.  A letter was sent to the neighbors in the first block north of Hwy. 14 to Division St. regarding the placement of the lights.  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb and Bob Dodsworth tried to place lights all the way to the downtown, but decided to put them in the first block north of Hwy. 14.  If we need to remove the tree in front of Roger Russell’s home, another tree will be planted in the terrace.  The cobra street lights will stay in.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Scott Stokes to put the lights in where they are placed.  The lights will be put in next spring.  Motion carried.  Frank Racek abstained.  

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of a President Pro Tem.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to appoint Lowell Holcomb at President Pro Tem.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a resolution providing for the publication, filing, inspection and adoption of a code of General Ordinances.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Scott Stokes to approve a resolution providing for the publication, filing, inspection and adoption of a code of General Ordinances.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding an increase in the trustees’ salaries.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Lowell Holcomb to table this item since there was not a ¾ majority present to vote.  Motion carried.  Sue Dietzen will average the trustees’ salaries from the surrounding municipalities.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding an increase in the Northwest Dane Senior Services donation.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to approve an increase in the donation to Northwest Dane Senior Services from $1.00 per capita to $1.05 per capita.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to pay the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  There was a discussion regarding the storage space in the Village shop.  


Several complaints have been received regarding the flags not being on the downtown flag pole.  The Fire Dept. thought that 3 flags may be too much stress on the threads.  The flag pole is being held in the base with wood wedges.  Lowell Holcomb would like to contact Qual Line to see what they would suggest to repair the flag pole.  He will contact them about the cost of repairing the flag pole.  This item will be on the next agenda.  


Sue Dietzen and Carol Linley met with Jackie with Schwarz Insurance regarding health insurance.  Carol will try to schedule a Personnel meeting before the next board meeting on November 28th.  

14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Lowell Holcomb to adjourn.  Motion carried.
