REGULAR BOARD MEETING
December 12, 2006

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on December 8, 2006 and amended on December 11, 2006.  

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Erin Mitchell to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell.  Absent:  Kevin Graham, Frank Racek.

5.  Approve minutes from November 28, 2006 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the minutes from the November 28, 2006 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  Due to a conflict in scheduling, there will be no Deputy in Charge Report at this meeting.  

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding doing a study of the electrical system for a possible upgrade between the two substations.  American Transmission Company (ATC) wants to replace the GOAB switch and wood pole with a new switch and wood pole with a new switch and steel pole.  To do this, the Industrial Park electricity would be shut off for up to three days.  If an upgrade was done between the substations, the electricity could possibly be rerouted from the east substation to feed the Industrial Park during ATC’s project.  After the work is done at the Industrial Park, a switch will need to be replaced at the east substation taking the remainder of the Village down.  The repairs are needed to repair damage done to the switches by lightning.  If the upgrade is not done, electricity can possibly be temporarily generated with a portable substation or generator, but this would be very costly.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Erin Mitchell to have Larry Stuckman do a study of the electrical system for a possible upgrade between the two substations.  Motion carried.  The study is to be done for a report at the January 9, 2007 board meeting.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the ATC/Alliant meeting.  Alliant will not bear any responsibility for the study or the upgrade.  ATC may share in the cost of the study.  Many possibilities for the electrical system were discussed.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding a rezone of Lot Nine (9) Sec. 17, T 08 N, R 06 E of the Wick Addition to B1 (General Commercial) from B2 (Highway Commercial).  The request is being made by Bob Wick.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a rezone of the above property with an increased driveway width of 24’ for the shared driveway coming off of Hwy. 14 for the construction of an EMS facility.  Motion carried.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding the subdivision of Lot Nine (9) of the Wick Addition into two lots with shared highway access.  The request is being made by Bob Wick.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the subdivision of the above lot.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of election inspectors for 2007-2008.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the appointment of election inspectors for 2007-2008 as presented.  Motion carried.  Raeanne LaCourt abstained.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of a Zoning Board of Appeals member to replace Tim DeSmet until the end of this term in April, 2007.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item.  The motion and second were withdrawn.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to appoint Erin Mitchell to the Zoning Board of Appeals to replace Tim DeSmet until the end of his term in April, 2007.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding the salary of the Municipal Judge.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Erin Mitchell to increase the salary of the Municipal Judge by 2%.  Motion carried.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 2006-8 to Accompany an Application for Preserve America Community Designation.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve Resolution 2006-8 to Accompany an Application for Preserve America Community Designation.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding moving or canceling the next board meeting because it lands on the day after Christmas.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to cancel the December 26, 2006 board meeting.  Motion carried.  January 9, 2007 will be the next board meeting.  Sue Dietzen will have permission to pay the bills before the end of the year and place the payments on the agenda for the next board meeting.  
12.  Committees.  6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Erin Mitchell to approve payment of the bills as presented with the following exception.  Sue Dietzen will check to see if the M G & E bill is listed correctly.  Motion carried.  Scott Stokes abstained.

13.  Announcements.  The flag is back on the downtown flagpole.  Sue Dietzen will draft a thank you letter to the Fire Dept., with special thanks to Greg Ripp, Pete Peterson, Mark Schoenemann, Jeremy Owen and Jim Wick.


The storm sewer project is progressing.  Brodhead St. to the first drain behind the Feed Mill is either done or will be finished this year.  The remaining connection into Brodhead St. will be done in spring.  The connection from the first drain behind the Feed Mill to the Feed Mill will be completed soon.  


There is an interest in the downtown among the businesses to revive the Chamber of Commerce.
