REGULAR BOARD MEETING
January 9, 2007

Present:  Larry Stuckman, Brian Berquist, Laurie Lueck, Dean Sanftleben, Todd Dosher, Sabrina Sims, Jeff Blakely, Judy Lueck.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on January 5, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda with the following change:  Item #10 under New Business will be moved to Item #1.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll Call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek.

5.  Approve minutes from December 12, 2006 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Kevin Graham to approve the minutes from the December 12, 2006 board meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.
8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  Warnings have been issued, but no tickets have been issued for alternate side parking so far.  They have a suspect for the Rahn’s theft.  There should be closure soon.  The parts for the speed board are back.  They are working on getting it put back together.  Todd and Sabrina have applied for ongoing training.  Most of the schools are at no charge.  They have put in for schools in February and have not been approved by the Sheriff’s Office yet.  They will let the board know when they will be gone.
11.  New Business.  10.  Discussion and possible action regarding release partial payment for storm sewer project.  The connection across Hwy. Y will be done in the spring.  The final connection in the rail corridor will be done tomorrow and the clean up will be done by the end of next week.  Dormant grass seed will be put in yet this year.  The excess pipe, wood, blocks and culvert will be removed.  The connection to the mill race will be regrouted next spring from both sides.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the release of the partial payment for the storm sewer project.  The pipe for the Brodhead St. connection will be left.  Dan Viste can talk to the contractor to work out possession of the stones from the mill race.  Motion carried.

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding extending the arbitration for ATC matter/repairs for ATC.  Larry Stuckman has found out that Plastic Ingenuity shuts down on the weekends.  With the temperatures up and Sunny Industries out of commission, this would be an opportune time to do the work.  If the work can get done in a weekend, there would be no cost to the Village.  If we need to go into an extra day, it would cost about $5000.00 to get additional power from Alliant.  Sue Dietzen and Scott Stokes will talk to Plastic Ingenuity about when to schedule the work.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve getting the repairs done to the switch gear as soon as possible at the lowest possible cost.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding new squad car.  The squad car needs to be ordered this month and will be delivered in summer or fall.  The Village needs to decide on the color of the new car.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Erin Mitchell to order the new car in black.  Roll call vote:  Kevin Graham, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, no.  Raeanne LaCourt, no.  Carol Linley, no.  Erin Mitchell, yes.  Frank Racek, no.  Motion fails.  

Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to order the new car in smokestone.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding replacing police department base radio.  The base radio in the Police Department is 15 years old.  It no longer transmits.  Todd has contacted General Communications regarding the repair of the radio.  Since the ratio is so old, it is very difficult to get replacement parts for it.  Motorola stopped making the radio 9 years ago.  The cost for a new radio would be $810.00.  We can send it to Motorola to have them look at it at a cost of $250.00 to $500.00.  The County radio shop can take a look at it.  They could possibly provide a loaner.  If not, they would need to rely on the portables.  Dane County will be going to a digital system in the near future.  A radio that would be compatible with the new County system would be more costly.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Carol Linley to get a cost to fix the radio for a reasonable amount on the spot or, if it needs to be sent in, to order a new radio for $810.00.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding repairs to men’s bathroom in Municipal Building.  The urinal in the men’s bathroom in the back overflows constantly.  A wall may need to be taken out to do the repairs.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to repair the urinal in the men’s bathroom.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding Highway 14 project – go with Cross Plains?  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to put off the Mazomanie portion of the Hwy. 14 project until 2014.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding EMS Medicaid Payment Reimbursement – payback timetable for this and consecutive payments.  Sue Dietzen and Jim Wick discovered that a payment to the EMS District was being deducted from the Revenue Sharing for the Village of Mazomanie and not from the other municipalities in the District One territory.  This deduction has been taking place since 2003.  The other municipalities will need to be billed for this.  The fact that the Village of Mazomanie was the only municipality having the deduction was not discovered until mid-November, 2006 – after most of the budgets were done.  A timetable for payback needs to be decided.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to defer payment to the beginning of 2008 to allow the municipalities to budget the amount of the payback.  Motion carried.
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding fence placement by well house for railroad.  The new fence that was placed by the rail spur by Roundy’s is about 1’ on the well house property and the contract with the railroad states that, “The fence shall be of chain link construction not less than 6 feet in height and shall include a security gate 12 feet in width.”  According to a drawing given to Sue by Jeff Wirth, the gate is only 10’ wide.  When Sue and Dean Sanftleben went to look at the placement of the fence, the red pickup truck with mirrors on both sides barely fit through the gate.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Kevin Graham to hold Qual Line fence accountable for moving the fence and a bigger gate.  If there is a problem, it will be brought back to the board.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding update on EMS.  The EMS currently has 52 members.  The Commission has hired Axley Brynelson as their attorney.  Timothy Fenner from their firm is working with Bill Montelbano on the plans for the building.  There is a meeting on Thursday night at 7:30 p.m.

9.  Discussion and possible action regarding WRRTC bill for legal expenses.  The Village has received a bill from Wisconsin River Rail Transit Commission for $500.00 toward legal expenses that were not approved by the Village Board.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to deny payment of $500.00 toward the legal fees for Wisconsin River Rail Transit Commission.  Motion carried.

11.  Discussion and possible action regarding operator’s license for Michael Allen Anderson.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Erin Mitchell to deny an operator’s license for Michael Allen Anderson due to his record and the fact that two items that appeared on his background check were not disclosed on the application.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  The breakdown of the Knapp Railroad bill will be reallocated to $30,000.00 to be paid from TIF #4 and the remaining $7447.00 to be paid from TIF #5.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  Sue got a call from someone down at the Community Building that the buzzer on the stove wouldn’t stop buzzing.  When she went down, it was confirmed that the buzzer wouldn’t stop buzzing and she unplugged the stove.  The stove was purchased when the Community Building was remodeled in 1980.  She went online to get prices on new stoves.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Kevin Graham to have Dean check to see if the buzzer can be disconnected.  If not, Sue may purchase a new stove at her discretion, at a cost not to exceed $400.00.  Motion carried.
11.  New Business.  12.  CLOSED SESSION pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility regarding the selection of a new deputy.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to go into closed session under the above statute.  Roll call vote:  Kevin Graham, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Erin Mitchell, yes.  Frank Racek, yes.  Scott Stokes, yes.  Motion carried.  Sue Dietzen and Jeff Blakely to stay in closed session.
13.  POSSIBLE OPEN SESSION at approximately 8:00 p.m. to take action on items discussed in closed session.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to go into open session at 8:54 p.m.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to have Lieutenant Jeff Blakely advertise and start a new list for candidates of deputies to fill the third shift.  Motion carried.

14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to adjourn.  Motion carried.
