1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on January 19, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll Call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek.

5.  Approve minutes from January 9, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Erin Mitchell to approve the minutes from the January 9, 2007 board meeting with typographical corrections.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.  There are approximately a dozen meters that need to be replaced.  The ones that are not functioning properly are running slow.  The remainder needs to be replaced for billing reasons.

9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  The bookkeeper has received a 50¢ per hour raise.  There will be a mediation meeting on February 15th at the Community Building.  The Commission also had a tour of the Vanguard space.  A rough budget is being worked on.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a petition of annexation for 188 acres of land to the east of the Village of Mazomanie.  The request is being made by Janice & Craig Faga, Barry & Sandra Behringer, Eva Wolf and Katherine L. Esser.  The northern boundary of the annexation will be Spring Valley Creek.  There was also a discussion regarding water and sewer availability and street placement.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to approve a petition of annexation for 188 acres of land to the east of the Village of Mazomanie. Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Conditional Use Permit to allow a dog grooming business at 506 Crocker St., Suite 4.  The request is being made by Bridget Handel.  Bridget Handel is requesting a Conditional Use Permit for a dog grooming business at 506 Crocker St.  It takes about 2 hours to groom a dog.  Possibly 3 to 4 dogs per day are seen on a pretty good day.  She is willing to adjust her hours to Tuesday, Thursdays, Saturdays and Sundays, but does not want to be held to those days, to accommodate the chiropractor’s office and have her clients access her business with animals from the back door to her suite.  

Mike Gallagher pulls people from 90 miles away to his chiropractic business.  His patient’s health was jeopardized in past with animals in this building with noise, smell, dog feces and urination on the outside of the building and sidewalks, patients being knocked over and intimidated by dogs, hair, allergies and feral cats.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a Conditional Use Permit to allow a dog grooming business at 506 Crocker St., Suite 4 with the following conditions:
· The Conditional Use Permit will be reviewed in one year.

· There will be a sign in the front of the building that animals use the back door only.

· Weatherstripping and a threshold be added to the door of the dog grooming suite to minimize hair problems.

· If the Condo association cannot resolve two complaints that have to be forwarded to the Plan Commission, the Conditional Use Permit will be reviewed.

There was discussion in support and opposition of the permit.  Motion carried.
