REGULAR BOARD MEETING

February 13, 2007

Present:  Ken Maly, Steve Moe, Lucille Royston, Janice Faga, Brian Berquist, Aaron Otto, Kim Lamoreaux, Dan Viste, Todd Dosher, Sabrina Sims, Laurie Lueck.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on February 9, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Erin Mitchell.

5.  Approve minutes from January 23, 2007 board meeting and January 30, 2007 special board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the January 23, 2007 board meeting and January 30, 2007 special board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding ordinance enforcement.  The report was written.  Sabrina Sims will be leaving after next week.  She has received a promotion to detective.  The new position is effective April 1.  The deputy who will take over her position is the second deputy in line when the deputies for third shift were interviewed.  There will be a deputy assigned to Mazomanie during the transition period.  Brad has been very busy writing winter parking warnings and citations.  The board would like the police department to enforce the ordinances.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Westland Promenade.  Fred Westland will be at the next board meeting.  Ken Maly met with Steve Olson and filled him in with everything that has happened.  Fred would like to start the project by spring.  The money for the promenade will not be able to be used as a match for grants because of the timing.  The board would like some kind of a developer’s agreement with Fred outlining his intentions.  This will also be discussed with Fred when he is here.  Ken will update Fred and Steve Olson and get back to Scott Stokes and Sue Dietzen.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the placement of street lights on Brodhead St. and possible purchase of additional street lights and Christmas lights for Hwy. 14.  Lowell Holcomb thought we should finish the lighting on Brodhead St. to Hwy. 14 and put the remainder of the funds into Christmas lights on Hwy. 14.  We may need to use directional boring and place the lights when the snow is gone.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to not approve a purchase of additional street lights and Christmas lights.  Motion carried.  Lowell Holcomb voted opposed.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding an ordinance of annexation for 188 acres of land to the east of the Village of Mazomanie.  The request is being made by Janice & Craig Faga, Barry & Sandra Behringer, Eva Wolf and Katherine L. Esser.  There was a minor change in the legal description from the petition of annexation and the ordinance of annexation.  The name of the creek was changed from Marsh Creek to Spring Valley Creek.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve an ordinance of annexation for 188 acres of land to the east of the Village of Mazomanie.  There was discussion regarding access to the property.  Motion carried.  The project will go to the Plan Commission in March.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a payment request and change order for S & S Underground for the storm sewer project in the railroad corridor.  The change order came about when the Village decided to go with a 42” pipe instead of a 36” pipe.  This decision increased the size of the tee and manhole.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to approve the change order for S & S Underground for $8700.00.  Motion carried.


Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to approve a payment request by S & S Underground for pipe installed after the last pay request to when the work stopped at Brodhead St. in the amount of $37318.08.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding shoveling of sidewalks and snow removal.  There was a problem with the Village employees plowing the sidewalk along Park St. with the one ton truck.  Lowell Holcomb presented pictures.  In the past, Bob Dodsworth and Nancy Stoller had told Steve Moe and Lucille Royston that if the sidewalk went in, they did not have to shovel it because no one uses the park in the winter.  It was not brought to the board for a decision at that time.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to exempt the sidewalk on the west side of Park St. from Hudson St. to Walker St. from having to be shoveled in the winter.  This action is to be reviewed in three years.  The exemption is due to special circumstances in the location of the sidewalk.  Motion carried.  Kevin Graham voted opposed.  There was concern raised that the downtown sidewalks should be cleared to the end of the sidewalk and not have a path shoveled.  

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding an operator’s license for Bonnie Jean Scheel.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Carol Linley to deny an operator’s license for Bonnie Jean Scheel due to a lengthy record and the nature of the convictions.  Many of them were alcohol related.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding a correction to the library levy.  Due to a clerical error in the budget library funding formula, the Village is out of compliance with the state funding mandate of the average over the past 3 years by $754.00.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to have the library pay the additional $754.00 right now and the Village will reimburse the same amount to the library in the 2008 budget.  Motion fails. Carol Linley voted yes, the remainder of the board voted no.

 Motion by Frank Racek, second by Lowell Holcomb to amend the budget and  put an additional $754.00 into the library budget to bring the Village funding into compliance with State law.  Motion carried.  

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding two appointments to the Historic Preservation Commission.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to appoint David Hoadley and Pat Viste to the Historic Preservation Commission to fill two vacancies.  Motion carried.  Raeanne LaCourt voted opposed.  

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding letting of bids for the custodian position.  There have been a couple of complaints regarding the cleaning of Village buildings.  There are a couple of people who have inquired about when the bids will be let for this contract.  This position has not been let for bids for a long time.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to let the position of custodian out for bids.  The bids will come back to the full board for consideration.  Sue Dietzen is to put an ad in the paper.  A letter will be sent to Nancy Erickson letting her know of the board’s decision and inviting her to submit a bid.  She will not be done until a new person starts or she is rehired.  The applications will be due March 6, 2007.  Wording for the bids will be taken from the current contract.  There will be some modifications to the frequency of duties.  Motion carried.


Kim Lamoreaux questioned how the Village of Mazomanie could meet in closed session to discuss what was being discussed when they weren’t negotiating anything and there was no bargaining going on with the Village.  Carol Linley stated that each member of the EMS Commission was advised by the attorney for the Commission to go into closed session under the same statute that the EMS Commission did to bring the municipalities up to date on what was going on.  

12.  Committees.  6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.  Scott Stokes abstained.

13.  Announcements.  There will be a Chamber of Commerce meeting on February 16, 2007 at noon at the Community Building to attempt to revive the Chamber.  A new board of directors will be nominated.  There will be a Public Utilities meeting on February 22 at 7:30 and a Parks/Personnel meeting on February 28 at 5:00.  Two applicants for the pool director/head lifeguard position will be interviewed. 

14.  CLOSED SESSION pursuant to Wisconsin Statutes 19.85(1)(e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session regarding discussion on building of EMS facility on Lot 9 of the Wick Addition.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to go into closed session under the above statute.   Roll call vote:  Kevin Graham, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Frank Racek, yes.  Scott Stokes, yes.  Motion carried.  Sue Dietzen was asked to stay in closed session.

15.  OPEN SESSION at approximately 8:00 p.m.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to go into open session at 9:26 p.m.  Motion carried.

16.  Adjournment.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Carol Linley to adjourn.  Motion carried.
