REGULAR BOARD MEETING

February 27, 2007

Present:  Larry & Susie Stuckman, Mark Schroeder, Bob Harper, Laurie Lueck. 

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on February 23, 2007. 

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda with the following change:  move Committees:  2.  Public Utilities a.  Discussion and possible action regarding an upgrade of a line between the substations to #1 under New Business.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Erin Mitchell.

5.  Approve minutes from February 13, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the February 13, 2007 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  Mark Schroeder is opening a bike shop on the west side of Brodhead St.  He is getting the interior ready to have Pro Cycle open by the end of March or the first part of April.  His daughter will be opening a photography studio.  He is moving here from the LaCrosse area.  He will be primarily working with bike sales & supplies and repairing bikes.  He will be able to repair all types of bikes.  Mark is involved with the Bicycle Federation of Wisconsin and Bombay Bicycle Club.  He is also willing to work with bike safety issues.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.  Scott Stokes reported that we saved about $30,000.00 on the upgrade to the ATC line thanks to Sunny Industries being closed down, Plastic Ingenuity being able to be closed down for an entire weekend and some behind the scenes work by Bob Harper. 

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the collection of unpaid fines through income tax refund.   Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the collection of unpaid fines through their income tax refund.  Sue explained that the action had been taken by the board already.  Motion and second rescinded.  The information needs to be provided by the Clerk of Courts to the Police Dept. so it could be given to the State to be collected.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to have Todd & Teresa work things out with the exchange of information and if it can’t be worked out, Todd is to contact Sue and have it put back on the agenda for the board to discuss.  Motion carried.

9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  The Vanguard employees have a 3 year contract.  The employees will be reimbursed for hotel charges with a receipt within 5 days or during the next pay period, whichever is later.  The per diem for meals is $6.00 for breakfast, $10.00 for lunch and $11.00 for supper with receipts.  They can also request an advance per diem of $27.00.  They will be getting a 3% raise in 2007, 3.25% raise in 2008 and 3.25% raise in 2009.  Beginning April 1, 2007, the employer will pay 100% of their insurance premium.  In 2008, the employer will pay 97% and in 2009, the employer will pay 95% of the premium.  They are also entitled to 3 days funeral leave for immediate family.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Westland Promenade – visit from Fred Westland.  Due to the snow, Fred Westland was unable to make it into Chicago.  He is planning to be here for the March 13, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to table this item to the next board meeting.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  Public Utilities.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding an upgrade of a line between the substations.  Larry Stuckman met with the Public Utilities committee.  He has put together a 20 year plan that could cost between $500,000.00 and $1.5 million to complete.  The Village of Mazomanie is served from substations on both ends of town.  We need to consolidate both sides.  The Village currently leases the substation on the east end of town.  We need to decide whether we want to continue to lease from Alliant or build our own substation on the east side of town.  We also need to have more frequent rate assessments to keep our rates current.  We need to contact ATC to make sure that the capacitors that they installed during the upgrade of their switch gear doesn’t adversely effect the Industrial Park load.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve having Larry Stuckman do a system study and long range plan and preventative maintenance plan for the electric distribution system.  The system study and long range plan is not to exceed $5050.00 and the preventative maintenance plan is not to exceed $1950.00.  Motion carried.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding an update on the Chamber of Commerce.  The old Chamber of Commerce has been revitalized and split out from the Mazomanie Community Corporation.  The owners of the new businesses in the downtown wanted to split out the Chamber again.  At the meeting held at the Community Building, 25 people voted for 7 new directors.  The new directors will elect an executive board and set the dues structure and work out new by-laws.  No one has been able to locate a copy of the by-laws from the old Chamber of Commerce.  

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a proposed land division in the NW ¼ S 15 T8N R6E in the Town of Mazomanie under extraterritorial jurisdiction.  The request is being made by Hawthorn & Stone Development, Inc.  These parcels are substandard for the Town of Mazomanie.  In the Town, to be built on, a parcel needs to be at least 2 acres.  The proposed lots are only 1 ½ acres.  There is also a question as to whether or not there are development rights left because the rest of the land was annexed to the Village.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to deny the above land division under extraterritorial jurisdiction because it’s against Town zoning.  Motion carried.

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne Lacourt to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  There will be a Personnel/Parks Committee meeting to interview for the pool director/head lifeguard position on Wednesday, February 28, 2007 at 5:00.


Sue Dietzen has been contacted by a member of the K through 2 and 3 through 5 Nature Club and Local Home School Committee and they would like to each make a 4 station bird feeder to be placed in the Community Garden.  They will keep it filled all year round. 

14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to adjourn.  Motion carried.
