March 13, 2007

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on March 9, 2007 and amended on March 12, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek.
5.  Approve minutes from February 27, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the minutes from the February 27, 2007 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There was a complaint from Westwynd Court about garbage being strewn about in yards from people putting their garbage out early and dog feces on the sidewalks.  The police can act if they know who it is.  They will need a formal complaint to take action.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  There was a burglary at the liquor store and it has been solved.  The police followed the footprints in the new snow.  The suspect was in a tree with two bottles of booze.  An account for the TRIPS program to collect fines through income tax refunds has been set up with the State.  No names have been inputted yet.  The names are being provided to the State.  Todd Dosher said that dog complaints should come to him.
10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Westland Promenade – visit from Fred Westland.  Fred Westland appeared to talk about the idea he had to dedicate to the memory of his mother & father.  The park is planned to be developed in 3 phases.  The Village will need to pay for the electricity, water, sidewalk maintenance and mowing the lawns.  He will pay for the remainder of the maintenance for 5 years.  Phase 1 would be the Concept 6 drawing.  10 to 15 flags will go up on national holidays.  

The promenade itself will be printed concrete with a different color printed concrete around the light poles.  The turf areas will be sod.  There will be sprinkler system installed for water.  The trees will consist of 10 north woods red maples, 2 aspen, 2 burr oaks and 1 16’ to 18’ spruce to be decorated as a Christmas tree.  All of these trees are native to the area.  All of the trees will have white lights that will be lit 12 months per year.  The ones that can take the weight of the lights will have lights on the branches.  The ones that can’t will have the lights up the trunk.  The lights will be on every night until 11:30.  The spruce tree will be on Dan Viste’s land.  All of the trees will have a 2 ½” to 3” trunk.


Each lamp post will have 2 wreaths, one on each side.  The Christmas tree will be decorated one year with ornaments, one year with red ribbons and one year with spiral decorations.  There will be benches throughout the promenade.  The benches will be “sold” for $1000.00 each to be put in a Village reserve fund for maintenance after the Village takes over.  There will tulips and roses throughout the park.  Dwarf lilacs will be blooming in the spring.  The Village will need to arrange for water, electric, fill and blacktop removal.  Brian Berquist said that we could possibly keep S & S Underground under contract to do this.  We also should have soil samples done.  

Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Raeanne LaCourt to accept Concept 6, to accept the Westland Promenade, to approve Town & Country Engineering to do the grading plan and any expenditures needed to get to the point to begin the park.  Motion carried.  Fred Westland prefers using local contractors.  Scott Stokes publicly thanked Fred for his vision, work and contribution for the town.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding bids for the custodian position.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Kevin Graham to accept the bid from Badger In-Home Services for cleaning of the Village buildings.  Motion carried.  The contract will begin April 1, 2007.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a rezone for a property located at 417 Crocker St. from B-2 Highway Commercial to R-2 Single Family Residential.  The request is being made by Gary Achenbach.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve a rezone for a property located at 417 Crocker St. from B-2 Highway Commercial to R-2 Single Family Residential.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the donation of a pool pass for the Mazomanie PTO.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to approve the donation of a pool pass for the Mazomanie PTO.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  Claire Hottmann will pay the bills for the developer for the Westland Promenade.  A developer agreement will be needed.
