
REGULAR BOARD MEETING
July 24, 2007

Present:  Bob Harper, Todd Dosher, Dan & Nancy Viste

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on July 20, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented.  Sue to go over the FEMA flood map information during appearances.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll Call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Erin Mitchell.
5.  Approve minutes from July 10, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne Lacourt to approve the minutes from the July 10, 2007 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  Dean Sanftleben came in and informed Sue Dietzen that the map that is currently on the FEMA website for the lenders to look at to determine flood plain in municipalities is not correct.  After researching the maps, Sue and Dean found out that the map on the FEMA website is the old flood plain map with the effective date changed to the date when the new map became effective.  The map that FEMA approved and the Village paid to have studied is not on the website, so people that are getting loans from banks that have to deal with places across the country for flood verification are getting the wrong information.  Sue will contact Senator Erpenbach to see if they can do anything about getting the correct information on the internet.  Carol Linley would like a note put in Dean’s file commending him for discovering this.
7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.
9.  Vanguard Commission Report.  Mary Bjorklund was hired as the new Vanguard bookkeeper at a salary of $13.00 per hour for a 90 day trial period.  At that time her wage will be increased to $14.00 per hour and she will be placed on 6 months probation.  She has jumped right in to try to learn the job.  

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Westland Promenade fees.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to table this item to the next meeting.  The information needed to discuss wasn’t with the board information.  Motion carried.

11.  New Business.  9.  Discussion and possible action regarding funding for National Night Out.  National Night Out was held two years ago at Wisconsin Heights High School.  It is a program that family and community members can come and see what their tax dollars are doing.  The Dane Co. Sheriff’s Office will bring some of their equipment and Sheriff Mahoney will also be there.  There will be Blackhawk helicopters.  The Village of Black Earth is donating some money for the purchase of food for the concession stand.  Todd Dosher asked the board if they would be willing to donate $200.00 for the dunk tank and food for the concession stand.  National Night Out will be at Wisconsin Heights again this year.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to approve a donation of $200.00 for National Night Out.  Motion carried.  National Night Out will be held on August 7, 2007 from 4:00 to 8:00 p.m.

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding sidewalk obstruction letters.  The board directed the Police Dept. to enforce the ordinances.  There were problems with obstructions and consumption of alcohol on the sidewalks.  The Police Dept. hand delivered letters directed at both problems to every business in the downtown area.  They were given the opportunity to apply for a permit.  There are several campers parked on side streets that should be ticketed.  Todd Dosher thought that for instances such as the obstructions and campers, letters could be sent from the office first and then be followed up by a citation if they are not cleared up.  If there is an issue in town that needs their attention, they need to know the particulars from the person who witnessed it and that person needs to contact the Police Dept. in person.  The local police phone number is 767-2762 and the non-emergency dispatch number is 255-2345.  
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a denial of claim #W 18130614 for Stuart Danks and Chris Ptasynski.  Stuart Danks claimed that he struck a “Yield to Pedestrian in Crosswalk” sign on a Thursday night and didn’t report it to Sue Dietzen and Todd Dosher until the following Tuesday or Wednesday.  The damage to the car was much more extensive than the sign could have produced.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to deny claim #W 18130614 for Stuart Danks and Chris Ptasynski.  Motion carried.  

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding salt shed issues.  5.  Discussion and possible action regarding removal of debris on undeveloped Eldred St.  The salt shed is owned by the Vistes and sits on Village owned undeveloped Eldred St.  An agreement with a former board allows the building to remain on Eldred St. at the Village’s discretion.  The Village can require that the building be moved with 10 days’ notice according to the agreement.  There are problems with the maintenance of undeveloped Eldred St.  Steve Olson needed a mess cleaned up on Eldred St.  A letter was sent to Tom Laudin & Dan Viste requesting that they clean up the property.  Both Tom Laudin and the Vistes refused to clean the property.  Dan Viste said that they signed an agreement with the Village holding the Village harmless from anything that would happen on the property.  


Jason Graedel and Todd Llewellyn cleaned up the property on Saturday with their bobcat when they heard about the problem with the adjacent property owners.  The board felt that the Village should provide them with a gift certificate and praised them for stepping up and taking care of a problem that they shouldn’t have had to deal with .  Tom Laudin had a semi truck parked on the street.  The truck has now been moved.  Dan Viste said that they will maintain the land around the shed if nothing is allowed to be placed on the undeveloped street.  

Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt that if the Vistes maintain the property, the salt shed can stay on the property.  If not, the village would reconsider whether or not it could stay.  There is still an animal carcass and buckets by the salt shed that need to be cleaned up.  Motion rescinded by Frank Racek, second rescinded by Raeanne LaCourt.

Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to leave the salt shed where it is if the Vistes maintain undeveloped Eldred St.  The thrashing machine and anything else that is on the undeveloped Eldred St. with the exception of the dumpsters for the Old Feed Mill and the salt shed are to be removed.  Motion carried.  Lowell Holcomb voted opposed.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding repair of alley between Post Office and Viste’s buildings.  A new transformer was required when the buildings along Brodhead St. were remodeled that was bigger than expected.  It was placed on John Trager’s property.  Scott thought, from looking at the alley, that about ½ of the damage to the alley was due to putting in the transformer and the other ½ was due to wear and tear.  The asphalt for the parking area was replaced.  About a 4’ cut needed to be dug out for the electric.  The project replaced an area going up the hill in the alley.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to fix the alley and sidewalk at Village expense to the hill and put up a one way sign on Crescent St. and a no enter sign from Brodhead St.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding insuring the swimming pool.  The side split out of the water softener at the swimming pool.  There was about 3 ½’ to 4’ of water in the basement of the pool house.  It ruined the boiler, heater for keeping the pipes from freezing in the winter and 2 100-gallon water heaters.  The insurance will be paying for the replacement of these items.  When Sue was talking to the person with the insurance company, she found out that the pool itself is not insured.  She asked the insurance company what could go wrong with the pool that would be covered by insurance.  She was told that the most common claims that they see are vandalism and the breaking of the pipes under the deck if the pipes aren’t bled correctly for the winter.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Kevin Graham to insure the pool to start immediately.  Motion carried.
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding results of recycling audit.  Recently Sue met with Percy Mather with the Wisconsin DNR.  The Village of Mazomanie’s per capita annual average for recycling is 332 lbs, compared to 120 lbs., the statewide average for comparable communities.  Sue was asked if we receive a recycling grant, and she said that we have for at least 15 years or so.  She just finished completing the application this afternoon for the 2008 grant.  

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding Operator’s licenses for Sarah Anne Duhr and Timothy T. Drager.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve operator’s licenses for Sarah Anne Duhr and Timothy T. Drager.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  1.  Personnel.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding changing accounting program to internet based program.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve changing the accounting program to an internet based program.  Motion carried.

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Kevin Graham to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  Scott Stokes will be on vacation from August 6 to August 15.  The board would like Sue to purchase a $50.00 gift certificate for Jason Graedel and Todd Llewellyn at Green Acres for cleaning up undeveloped Eldred St.  

14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to adjourn.  There was an announcement that Jeff Wirth was cited for customers drinking on the street during Mazo Fun Days.  Motion carried.
