REGULAR BOARD MEETING
August 14, 2007

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Pro-Tem Lowell Holcomb in the absence of Scott Stokes.

2.  Proof of Posting.  The meeting was properly posted on August 10, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to move #4 under New Business to #1 under New Business.  Motion carried.  Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Scott Stokes.

5.  Approve minutes from July 24, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the July 24, 2007 board meeting.  Motion carried.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Neighborhood Watch program.  The Police Department is in favor of this program.  A new program was started at the mobile home park on Hwy. Y within the last couple of weeks and the calls have plummeted with Neighborhood Watch.  The citizens need to participate with the program.  There will be a meeting on August 27 at 6:30 at the Community Building to inform people about Neighborhood Watch.  It was suggested that one person go around and invite their neighbors to the meeting.  The neighbors need to take the program over.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding Westland park fees.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Carol Linley to approve the fees as previously agreed upon plus the cost for the number of port-a-pots needed per the Vierbicher recommendation to be placed in the location designated on the plan and any other costs associated with the rental.  For profit organizations and private parties as well as non-profit organizations will be charged the same fees.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding 1 year review of Mark Beres’ dogs.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Kevin Graham to extend Mark Beres’ permission to have more dogs than the ordinance allows for one more year.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding placement of items at Lake Marion in memory of Jason Randall.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Erin Mitchell to allow the family of Jason Randall to place a stone and 2 brick benches next the tree that was planted at Lake Marion in memory of Jason Randall.  Motion carried.  Raeanne LaCourt abstained.  
11.  New Business.  4.  Discussion and possible action regarding fill at 107 Finch St.  Additional fill was placed on the lot at 107 Finch St. the week before last.  This was done to fulfill FEMA standards that require that the entire lot be removed from the flood plain.  FEMA standards are different from DNR standards.  If the property is sold, the entire lot will be out of the flood plain.  They needed to add 8’ to 10’ of fill to the setback lines.  

The lot needed to be filled twice since the beginning of the project due to the DNR standards.  Crushed gravel was used because the lot is being raised from the flood fringe.  Concerns were raised about the type of material that was used and who is responsible if there is a water problem in the neighboring homes.  Other concerns were the decrease of property values and aesthetics.  The DNR was consulted from the beginning.  

The floodway is high velocity and the flood fringe is where the water pools.  The DNR is responsible for the requirement that the property be raised 2’ above the base flood elevation.  Once the lot is removed from the flood plain, it is no longer regulated.  A basement can be put in, but until the wall reaches the base flood elevation, a window or door cannot be placed in the foundation.  Drainage onto adjacent property becomes a civil matter because the Village does not have an ordinance to cover this except in the subdivision ordinance.  Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Frank Racek to approve signing the Community Acknowledgement Form for FEMA to raise the property located at 107 Finch St. out of the flood fringe.  Motion carried.
11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding proposal from Vierbicher to do Smart Growth plan.  Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve hiring Vierbicher Associates to do our Smart Growth plan.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding Smart Growth plan procedures.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Erin Mitchell to appoint Lowell Holcomb to the Smart Growth Committee.  Motion carried.  The other members of the committee are Aaron Olson and Bob Dodsworth from the Plan Commission.  
3.  Discussion and possible action regarding proposal from Dane Co. Extension for public education plan for Smart Growth.  Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item until a proposal is received from Dane Co. Extension.  Motion carried.
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding a conditional use permit to run a family child care business.  The location of the proposed child care business is 3 Scott Terrace.  The Plan Commission recommended approval of this conditional use permit.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Erin Mitchell to approve a conditional use permit to run a family child care business at 3 Scott Terrace with the contingency that all State qualifications are met.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding a request by Ray Schlamp for permission to close off a portion of American Legion Street for a pig roast to benefit Tim Lucey on September 22, 2007.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to allow Ray Schlamp permission to close off a portion of American Legion Street from Scott Terrace to Brodhead St. for a pig roast to benefit Tim Lucey on September 22, 2007.  The event will start at noon.  The snow fence can be left out until Sunday morning.  The snow fence will be place within 8’ of the railroad tracks.  There will be outdoor music until 7:00 or 8:00.  Ray can close off any portion of the above area as he sees fit.  Motion carried.
12.  Committees.  6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Annoucements.  There are some dead trees between Steve Moe’s house and the park on Park St. that are dead and need to come out.  Dean can’t take them out because he doesn’t have the equipment.  Sue is to contact Ray Darrow and have him take the trees out.  The area will be clear cut.
14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Kevin Graham to adjourn.  Motion carried.
