9.  Vanguard Commission Report.  Vanguard is looking for a bookkeeper or firm to do the bookkeeping job.  Mary Bjorkland has submitted a letter of resignation.  

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a resolution to amend the Urban Service Area and adopt a neighborhood plan for the Janice Faga property.  The new Capital Area Regional Planning Commission (CARPC) requires a draft of the Urban Service Area amendment/neighborhood plan application.  The reason that this is a draft is that the CARPC requires that the document be submitted as a draft so they can go through the draft and let you know what changes they want made and so the Village can say that yes, this is what they want.  The proposal needs to go to the Plan Commission and Village Board for approval.  The amendment proposal is the same as before.  The boundaries were from Warren and from studies that were done that pertain to the capacities that are required.  The earliest the plan will be looked at by the CARPC is in October and probably in November.  After the commission it will go to the DNR.  After the DNR approval, they can hook up sewer.  The stormwater/erosion control plan needs to be reviewed by Warren, the DNR and Cameron from Dane County.  There were some questions raised about the parkland.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to adopt the USA/neighborhood plan pending Warren’s approval.  Motion carried.
