VILLAGE OF MAZOMANIE
REGULAR BOARD MEETING

September 11, 2007

Present:  Larry Stuckman, Barbara Borns, Ray Schendel, Janet Carley, Dee Suchomel, Tim Blanke, Peggy Peckham, Lindy Peckham, Lisa Lutz, Judy & Laurie Lueck, Boris Frank.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on September 7, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek. 

5.  Approve minutes from August 28, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the August 28, 2007 board meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances. 

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  Calls were way down.  There were no arrests and 1 citation written over Wild West Days weekend. 

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding allowing the removal of sidewalk in front of 10 E. High St.  The sidewalk in front of 10 E. High St. is crumbling and goes nowhere.  The property owner would like to remove it at no cost to the Village.  It will probably be removed in the spring.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to allow the removal of the sidewalk in front of 10 E. High St. at the owner’s expense.  The Village retains the right to replace the sidewalk at a later date.  Motion carried.  Frank Racek voted opposed.  Erin Mitchell abstained.

11.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Northwest Dane Senior Services report on Senior programs.  Dee Suchomel is back at Northwest Dane Senior Services (NWDSS).  Barbara Borns and Lisa Lutz from the board appeared.  Some of the services provided by NWDSS are a meal site in Black Earth, mobile meals that are delivered, Rural Respite at St. John’s Lutheran Church, chore program to help with home chores, case management, medical program instruction, activity center in Black Earth and a driver escort program that provides a driver for medical appointments.  Funding comes from Dane County, United Way, municipalities, grant writing, fund raising, donations and fees.  Year to date, 41 Village of Mazomanie citizens received services since July 31, 2007.  9 participated in driver escort, 14 in the activity center, 15 were brought to medical appointments, 2 received foot care services, 15 case management participants, 11 from the nutrition center, 12 home delivered meals and 5 through chore services.  They are expecting a 3.7% cut to case management through the County budget.  This amounts to a cut of $1700.00.  The case management program is the lifeline of the senior services.  Barbara Borns and Lisa Lutz both spoke in favor of additional funding from the Village in the 2008 budget.
8.  Deputy in Charge report.  Tim Blanke was called away and continued his report when he returned.  They resolved 2 burglaries.  The truck traffic problem on Hudson St. has hopefully been resolved.  Todd has contacted the offending trucking firm.  One of the board members thought that it would be a good idea to circulate cards to citizens with the emergency dispatch phone number on them.  
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding an electric system study by Larry Stuckman.  In 2006, the Village’s peak demand was about 9000 KVA.  The cross tap for the electric system is rated for 4000 KVA.  The west substation is rated at 6000 KVA.  The east transformer is rated for 7000 KVA.  Alliant uses about 3000 KVA of the east transformer.  We would like to be able to serve the industrial park and the entire village during unexpected outages.  Temporary power is difficult to connect to the transmission system.  The load distribution is 1/3 to the west and 2/3 to the east substation.  The load has increased from 4000 KVA to 9000 KVA in 10 years.  
The Alliant substation on Hudson St. is adjacent to the flood zone and there is not enough room to expand.  Mazomanie could build its own substation.  We need a new line to be built to provide a tie between the substations.  We would want the transformers to be the same size to split the load evenly.  Fans could be added to the west substation to bring the rating from 10000 KVA to 12500 KVA to match the new east substation load.  Under the new proposal, the loads can feed either way.  Replacement poles would cost approximately $1000.00 per pole.  
If the new east substation is owned by the Village, we would be controlling the substations.  The investment would be part of the rate base.  The debt service would be lower than on the return for Alliant.  The uses for the tax equivalent amount that the general fund would receive would be allocated by the Village.  Wick and Roundy’s should be removed from the south tap and be connected to the industrial park.  The most efficient distribution system would be to run the utilities around the development and feed into it.  This item will be discussed further at the Public Utilities committee.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding a presentation of future plans and funding for Historic Art Center by Boris Frank.  Boris was hired with grant money to give direction for some properties downtown.  The report was written.  Several organizations are interested in this project.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding hiring a specialized attorney to research expansion of electric territory boundaries.  Lowell Holcomb talked with Dave Benforado from the MEUW about the boundary proposal from Alliant.  He suggested we talk to Anita Gallucci, an attorney who is specialized in this area.  She is also representing WI Dells in their expansion problems by the Kalihari resort.  Lowell would like to set up a meeting with Anita Gallucci.  He would also like to be able to expand our territory with the municipal boundaries.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Erin Mitchell to hire Anita Gallucci.  Motion amended by Kevin Graham, second amended by Erin Mitchell to have Anita meet with us at a special board meeting.  If there are charges associated with having her here, the charges are also approved.  Motion carried.

12.  Committees.  There will be a Park Committee meeting on Sept. 19th.  

6.  Finance.  Motion by Erin Mitchell, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

13.  Announcements.  There were no announcements.

14.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Erin Mitchell to adjourn.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:06 p.m.
