VILLAGE OF MAZOMANIE
REGULAR BOARD MEETING

November 13, 2007

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on November 9, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Erin Mitchell.

5.  Approve minutes from October 23, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the minutes from the October 23, 2007 board meeting with typographical corrections.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  Linda Candella appeared before the board with concerns regarding trash on Westwynd Court being placed at the curb several days before garbage day.  She cleans up after the neighbors.  The ordinance says that garbage cannot be placed at the curb before 6:00 the night before pickup day.  Dogs, animals and birds are a problem.  The board felt that the ordinance should be followed and any complaints should go to the Police Dept. for enforcement.  Any requests for special dispensation are to go to the Village Board.
8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  Property crime is up.  Winter parking starts November 15th.  The police will start issuing warnings until there is snow on the ground.  They have increased their hours with the increase in crime.

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Shop with a Cop program.  Tim Blanke said that they will be participating in the Shop with a Cop program.  They will be taking 3 needy kids that were picked by the school to Target on the east side of Madison.  They will each get $150.00 to purchase gifts for the family and then they go to wrap the gift.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to donate $150.00 to the Shop with a Cop program to sponsor one of the children.  Motion carried.


Tim also mentioned that he stopped a truck going down W. Hudson St. and when he asked the driver why he was going that way, the driver showed him that the directions he was given from the company he was delivering to gave him this route.  Tim will talk to Synergy, Plastic Ingenuity and Roundy’s and let them know that Hudson St. is not to be used as a truck route.

10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a change in existing topography to a lot located at 107 Finch St.  Scott Stokes read the motion from the Plan Commission.  The lot has been graded.  The house is up.  Tomas Toro with Ramaker, the engineer for Dale Warner, the property owner at 107 Finch St., said that they will provide the property with an area to collect water from the low areas.  A rain garden will be designed with engineered soil made from top soil and crushed rubber.  The property is now graded to finished grade.  They will provide a simple design that will be provided to the Village for approval.  A new low area has been created in the far southeast corner far away from the buildings.  The location is optimal for this application.

One possibility is to drain the water in the front to the street and the remainder will be to the rain garden. The other possibility is to drain all of the water to the rain garden.  Both solutions will drain the water from both properties and away from the foundations by a good 50 feet.  


Warren Myers read section 415-10(e), which is the section of the ordinances that we are concerned with.  The latter part of the paragraph is what needs to be dealt with.  The former part of the section doesn’t apply.  The two concerns are Debbie’s property and the Warner’s existing home.  Prior to the filling, water pooled in the lot that has been filled and percolated away.  The filling of the lot blocked drainage or creating too much water for the infiltrating capacity of the area such as it might cause leakage and damage to the adjoining property.  Since the lot was graded, Warren felt that this did not seem to be an issue anymore except possibly in one area.

The Village wants to retain veto power over the plan.  Warren and Tomas met before the meeting and agreed on the mathematical model to be used.  The model that was agreed on meets Dane Co. and DNR standards.  The implementation of the plan must be attached as a condition to the lot to the occupancy permit until the plan is approved and presented to the Village and a deed restriction should be added to the lot to insure the drainage and maintenance issues remain.  Warren does not recommend keeping it open ended by keeping the restriction about future flooding in the motion.  
Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the requirement that a drainage plan be engineered by a registered professional engineer and that the plan be submitted to the Village for review by the Village engineer and attorney and also be submitted to Debbie for her comments.  The plan will be deed restricted and the approval of the plan and the recording of the deed restriction will be tied to the occupancy permit.  The Village will retain the approval of the plan.  The rain garden will be constructed in the spring.  The certified survey map and the proposed deed restriction will be submitted at the same time.  An escrow amount will be held by the Village until the rain garden is built.  If it is not built in a timely fashion, the Village can complete the project.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding an increase in the fee for a Plan Commission meeting to $200.00 per meeting.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to approve an increase in the fee for a Plan Commission meeting to $200.00 one time fee per request and an additional $100.00 if they request a special meeting.  Motion carried.
11.  New Business.  Discussion and possible action regarding maintenance for the Westland Promenade.  The tulips are going to be planted on Saturday.  Fred Westland requested that the Board meet with him at 4:00 on Dec. 21st.  Motion to table this item in case Steve Olson has anything to discuss with the Board.  Motion carried.

3.  CLOSED SESSION pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.85(1)(e) deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session and 19.85(1)(i) considering any and all matters related to acts by businesses under s. 560.15 which, if discussed in public, could adversely affect the business, it employees or former employees regarding Revolving Loan #200-4.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Frank Racek to go into closed session under the above State Statute.  Roll call vote:  Scott Stokes, yes.  Kevin Graham, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Frank Racek, yes.  Motion carried.
4.  POSSIBLE OPEN SESSION to take action on items discussed in closed session at approximately 7:30 p.m.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to go into open session at 8:45 p.m.  Motion carried.


Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve Revolving Loan 200-4.  Motion carried.

2.  CLOSED SESSION pursuant to Wisconsin State Statutes 19.85(1)(g) conferring with legal counsel for the governmental body who is rendering oral or written advice concerning strategy to be adopted by the body with respect to litigation in which it is or is likely to become involved regarding talking to Anita Gallucci via speakerphone regarding a boundary dispute.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to go into closed session under the above State Statute.  Roll call vote:  Scott Stokes, yes.  Kevin Graham, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Frank Racek, yes.  Motion carried.
4.  POSSIBLE OPEN SESSION to take action on items discussed in closed session at approximately 7:30 p.m.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to go into open session at 9:10 p.m.  There was no action taken in open session.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding a resolution adopting a public participation plan to encourage and facilitate public input into the preparation, review and adoption of a comprehensive plan.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne Lacourt to approve a resolution adopting a public participation plan to encourage and facilitate public input into the preparation, review and adoption of a comprehensive plan.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding a bike path grant application.  The creation of a bike path from Mazomanie to Middleton has been proposed at the Good Neighbor meetings.  A feasibility study is planned and the group is asking the 9 municipalities along the path to donate $400.00 toward the cost of the study.  The grant will pay for a large amount of the bike path, if we get it.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve a payment not to exceed $400.00 toward a feasibility study for a bike path grant application.  Motion carried.
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding a 3% increase in the rent for Bunbury Painting.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to increase the rent for Bunbury Painting to $300.00 per month with an annual review.  Motion rescinded by Frank Racek, second rescinded by Carol Linley.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Frank Racek to table this item until Dean or Steve measures the area that is being used by Bunbury Painting so a figure can be calculated on a per square footage rate.  They will also measure the area occupied by Dane County.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding a plaque in recognition of Fred Westland.  Fred Westland will be in town on Dec. 21st.  A plaque is being planned to present to Fred at a dinner at the Old Feed Mill.  Scott Stokes and Sue Dietzen will attend to present the plaque.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the purchase of a plaque to present to Fred Westland in recognition of the Westland Promenade.  Motion carried.
12.  Committees.  1.  Personnel.  There will be a Personnel Committee meeting on November 21, 2007 at 5:00 p.m.
2.  Public Utilities.  There will be a Public Utilities meeting on November 21, 2007 at 6:30 p.m.

3.  Public Works & Property.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding library building problems.  In the budget, the Village agreed to repair the sewer lateral that has collapsed, the front doors, an air conditioner and water heater in the library.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to allow the library to fix the collapsed sewer lateral immediately.  Motion carried.

b.  Discussion and possible action regarding requiring a vault for graves in the Mazomanie Cemetery.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to require a vault for graves in the Mazomanie Cemetery.  Motion carried.

5.  Public Protection & Ordinance.  There will be a Public Protection & Ordinance meeting on November 19, 2007 at 5:00.  (The meeting was actually held on November 26, 2007).
6.  Finance.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.  Scott Stokes abstained.
