November 27, 2007

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on November 21, 2007.
3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne Lacourt, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Kevin Graham, Erin Mitchell.

5.  Approve minutes from November 13, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the November 13, 2007 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

7.  Public Hearing to Discuss the 2008 General Fund Budget.  There were no comments on the 2008 General Fund budget from the public.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to close the public hearing for the 2008 General Fund budget.  Motion carried.

8.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.

10.  Vanguard Commission Update.  There was no quorum at the meeting.  The new bookkeeping setup is working well.  Stephanie is doing filing at $12.00 per hour for 5 to 6 hours per week.  

11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a drainage plan for the property located at 107 Finch St.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the drainage plan as prepared by Ramaker Assoc. for the property located at 107 Finch St. with the requirement that a deed restriction be placed on the properties located at 105 and 107 Finch St. requiring the owners to maintain them.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding an increase in rent for Bunbury Painting.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to increase the rent for Bunbury Painting to $300.00 per month.  Motion carried.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Frank Racek to make the increase in rent effective January 1, 2008.  Motion carried.

12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the 2008 General Fund budget.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the 2008 General Fund budget as presented.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the 2008 mill rate.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to approve the 2008 mill rate at .00660208.  Motion carried.
3.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement including Resolution 2007-8 – Addendum C to Mutual Aid Box Alarm System Agreement.  This Mutual Aid agreement was started in Illinois and then was approved in Missouri, Indiana, Iowa and Wisconsin.  It is a common agreement to insure that everyone is playing by the same rules.  It allows us to give and receive mutual aid in any of these areas.  It does not obligate us.  The contract is up for review by all municipalities by the WI Chief’s Association.  The final contract should not differ from the draft.  It has gone through many attorneys and the Dane County District Attorney’s office.  

The interstate agreements have been in existence for awhile.  They have worked well.  It was decided that the contract needed to be rewritten when Dane County got involved.  It was written according to Illinois laws.  The existing mutual aid agreements between the Dane County municipalities will stay in place.  Iowa County has not adopted the MABAS contract yet.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to table this item until the final resolution and contract are received.  Motion carried.


There should have been an item on the agenda to purchase a demo Jaws of Life unit.  The Fire Dept. has been putting funds in the budget for the past several years to purchase a new Jaws of Life unit.  They have found a demo unit that includes a pump, combination cutter & spreader and a separate cutter.  The cost for the new unit would be $12,000.00.  With the passage of the 2008 budget, there will be $7700.00 in Village funds for the purchase of the Jaws.  The Fire Dept. is prepared to make up the difference with their funds from their fundraisers.  

The original Jaws of Life were purchased in 1981.  They will keep the old unit for now.  The new equipment is smaller, more compact and quieter.  It will be put on the engine instead of the rescue squad because if they are called to an accident, they need to have the engine in case a fire would break out, but they don’t necessarily have the staff or the need for the rescue squad.  The consensus of the board was that it would be okay for the Fire Dept. to purchase the new equipment.  Pete Peterson will see if we can be invoiced once before the end of the year and once after the first of the year.  Formal action will be taken at the next board meeting.  


Pete also asked about an agenda item regarding the problem with the dam.  A water specialist and representative from the DNR stopped and talked to Lowell Holcomb, Scott Stokes and Sue Dietzen regarding the state of the dam.  They said that a letter would be issued to inform the Village that they would have to fix the dam.  The options that would be cited would be to take it out, fix it or build a smaller dam.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding a zoning change from A-1 EX Exclusive Agricultural to LC-1 Limited Commercial for a property located at 11079 U.S. Hwy. 14 in the Town of Black Earth for Stephen Wolonec under extraterritorial jurisdiction. Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of Frank Racek to the “Future Mazo” committee.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to appoint Frank Racek to the “Future Mazo” committee.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding Dane Co. JFF paying for all utilities.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item until we find out the total cost of utilities and size of the area that Dane Co. occupies.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding canceling or rescheduling the last board meeting in December because it lands on Christmas Day.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Lowell Holcomb to cancel the last board meeting in December unless something of importance comes up.  Motion carried.

13.  Committees.  1.  Personnel.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding health insurance.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to stay with the existing carrier and retain Jackie Smith as the agent of record.  Motion carried.

b.  Discussion and possible action regarding increasing Jodi’s hours beginning January 1, 2008.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to increase Jodi Childs’ hours from 2 to 3 days per week beginning January 1, 2008.  Motion carried.  Frank Racek voted opposed.

c.  Discussion and possible action regarding vision insurance as an elective benefit at employee expense.  Motion by Frank Racek not to offer vision insurance as an elected benefit.  The motion died due to lack of a second.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve offering vision insurance as an elected benefit at employee expense and to have the premium deducted from the employee’s check if they elect to participate.  Motion carried.  Frank Racek voted opposed.

3.  Public Works & Property.  A.  Discussion and possible action regarding problems with the dam.  The dam is failing.  The DNR said they have proof that the dam is ours.  Sue Dietzen requested that the Village receive a copy of the documentation.  It has not been supplied yet.  Scott Stokes followed up on the request once last week.  Dean felt we should increase the width of the dam.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to table this item until we have proof that the dam is ours.  Motion carried.
6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.  The bills that would have been paid at the last board meeting in December will be paid by Sue before the end of the year and approved at the first board meeting in January. 

14.  Announcements.  There will be a meeting with ATC to find out about their plans on December 12th at 10:30 a.m. at their office in Madison.   Sue Dietzen and Lowell Holcomb will attend.


There will be a Parks committee meeting on December 6 at 5:00 to discuss guidelines for the Westland Park, Lake Marion train access and the substation location.
