1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted May 18, 2007.
3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the agenda as presented moving #8 under New Business to #1 under New Business.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Erin Mitchell, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Kevin Graham.

5.  Approve minutes from May 8, 2007 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the May 8, 2007 board meeting with a typographical correction.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.  The 1988 pickup is for sale in the Shoe Box parking lot for $1500.00 or best offer.  Tom Laudin is fine with having the electricity to the shelters in the Westland Promenade run from his service.  

9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  Kevin Krysinski, the accountant for Vanguard, has put together a proposal for an audit and true up.  Larry Stuckman said he would have a future needs report ready in a couple of months.  ATC is looking at running a secondary line from Sauk City down the railroad corridor in about 20 years.  The upgrade through Mazo isn’t on their calendar yet.  They will upgrade the capacitors in 2008 or 2009.
10.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Fred Wolf land division.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to table this item because the Village still has not received the revised certified survey map.  Motion carried.

11.  New Business.  8.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Fireworks Permit for Greening Buelow Post 437 for Sept. 7, 2007 for Wild West Days.  There will be fireworks on the Friday night of Wild West Days.  They are hoping that it will draw a larger crowd to the park.  The Legion will be paying for the fireworks.  Motion by Frank Racek, second by Carol Linley to approve a Fireworks Permit for Greening Post 437 for Sept. 7, 2007 for Wild West Days.  Motion carried.  The horseshoes will need to stop pitching during the fireworks.  The fireworks will be in honor of the 50th anniversary of Wild West Days.  

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a change order for moving the sanitary sewer that was in the way of the storm sewer.  2.  Discussion and possible action regarding partial pay request for S & S Underground.  While running the storm sewer in the railroad corridor, there was a conflict discovered with the sanitary sewer to the hair salon.  The sanitary sewer needed to be rerouted.  We were charged a $3800.00 remobilization charge.  Town & Country Engineering will cover that cost.  All of the pipes are installed now.  We are waiting for the concrete work to be done and the concrete work can’t be done until the shelters are installed.  The buildings should be here by next week.  Motion by Raeanne Lacourt, second by Erin Mitchell to approve change order #2 and pay request #3 for a cost of $39915.02.  Motion carried.
3.  Discussion and possible action regarding an amendment to Resolution 01-2007 regarding construction funding for the EMS facility.  The 66.0301 agreement for the EMS District does not allow for the requirement of payment up front for construction.  The amendment to the resolution will clear up the difference between the 66.0301 and the resolution.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Frank Racek to approve the amendment to Resolution 01-2007 regarding construction funding for the EMS facility and to withdraw the money paid to the EMS for Mazomanie’s portion of the EMS facility and place the funds in an account with 4 5/8% interest to be dispersed as needed.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 2007-7 regarding Inclusion in Local Government Property Insurance Fund.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve Resolution 2007-7 regarding Inclusion in Local Government Property Insurance Fund.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Compliance Maintenance Report.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Erin Mitchell to acknowledge that they have been informed of the results of the Compliance Maintenance Report.  Motion carried.
