SPECIAL BOARD MEETING
March 19, 2007

Present:  Brian Berquist, Warren Myers, Steve Olson, Bob Harper, Patrick Cleary, Laurie Lueck, Tom & Earlene Laudin, Dan Viste, Dean Sanftleben.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 5:30 p.m.
2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on March 13, 2007.

3.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

4.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Carol Linley, Frank Racek.  Absent:  Kevin Graham, Raeanne LaCourt, Erin Mitchell.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Westland Promenade.  The present location of the promenade presents a potential conflict.  The promenade and trees will be right over the new storm sewer.  The storm sewer is in the promenade width and in the way of the tree roots.  The storm sewer design was done relying on the location of the promenade in the Concept 4 plan.  Brian Berquist was concerned that in 50 years if there is a problem with the storm sewer, the trees will be huge and hard to move.  They would like to keep any trees and permanent structures at least 10’ away.  The promenade can be shifted to avoid the storm sewer.


The promenade will now be regular concrete instead of printed concrete.  There will be a curb cut the width of the promenade to accommodate snow removal equipment and other official vehicles.  The curb & gutter will be extended to the railroad right of way.  The sidewalk will be replaced after the park is done.  Olson Wills will subcontract the sidewalk replacement.

S & S Underground will remove the blacktop and concrete along the south side of the Village property and get the rough grade to within 6” of final grade.  Warren Myers would like to see 6” of breaker run placed under the concrete for the promenade to accommodate the weight of vehicles.  The promenade will be constructed as a driveway.  


  It was later decided that S & S Underground will not be responsible for bringing the grade up.  Olson Wills will truck in the fill and do the concrete work.  The dirt will be taken from the pile on Emily Road.  The curb will be a 3” roll back curb so it looks like a curb, but permitted vehicles will be able to drive across it.  The clock tower needs to stay where it is to keep the railroad signal visible.  


S & S Underground can run the water lateral for the sprinkler system.  A 1 ½” lateral will be needed as well as a 1 ½” corporation and curb stop.  There will be bathroom and drinking water facilities in Phase 2.  They will be a separate item and addressed later.  A meter pit will be needed for metering the sprinkler system.  The meter pit can be put in the sidewalk.


Electricity will be needed for the clock tower, 4 street lights, tree lights with an outlet on every tree and the shelters.  This will be supplied by Fred Westland.  The electric meter will be in one of the shelters.  The Village will bring the electricity to the meter.  The electricity will be run from the pole by Tom Laudin’s building.  

The Christmas tree will be placed on Dan Viste’s land via an agreement between Dan Viste and Fred Westland.  His dumpster area is in the way of the placement of the Christmas tree.  If need be, the dumpsters can be moved onto the Eldred St. right of way as long as they are out of the way of the bike path.  The cedar trees that will be removed from the south side of the Village property will be used to screen the new area for Dan Viste’s dumpsters.

The board felt that it would be a good idea to put a drinking fountain in right away.  Drinking fountains drain into the storm sewer and not into sanitary sewer.  This would be placed at Village expense.  A yard hydrant with a hose bib will be placed to hose off the concrete and for maintenance purposes.  Quick attaches will be attached to the sprinkler system to attach hoses.  The drinking fountain will have an attachment so people can fill coffee pots, etc.  The drinking fountain will be placed when the park is done.


Parking areas were discussed.  There would possibly be a parking area behind the library and there is a parking area across the street on the corner of American Legion St. and Brodhead St.  There may also be a possibility of opening up some of the parking area by the municipal building for public parking during events.  

A developer’s agreement will be drawn up between the Village and Steve Olson.  It needs to address the 5 year plan for maintenance and insurance.  The Village attorney will draw up the developer’s agreement.


The grassy areas will now be seeded instead of sod.  

6.  Adjournment.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Frank Racek to adjourn.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:22 p.m.
