VILLAGE OF MAZOMANIE
REGULAR BOARD MEETING

September 10, 2008

Present:  Anthony Smalley, Laurie Lueck, Dennis & Judi Halverson, Dee Suchomel, Zachary & Jacob Suchomel.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on September 5, 2008 and amended on September 9, 2008.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Kevin Graham, Lowell Holcomb, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Correction/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented with one change:  Item 8 will be taken when Tim Blanke gets to the meeting.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from August 26, 2008 board meeting.  Motion by  Mike Krawczyk, second by Carol Linley to approve the minutes from the August 26, 2008 board meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  1.  Report from Northwest Dane Senior Services.  Dee Suchomel appeared to give an update on the number of contacts in Mazomanie.  There were 19253 contacts in all of the municipalities Northwest Dane Senior Services (NWDSS) serves, 115 individual donors and 72 volunteers in 2007. They provided 815 home cooked meals delivered to 12 different people, 260 congregate meals served to 50 people, supportive home care (light housekeeping and meal preparation) – 662¼ hours to 8 people, driver escort trips (medical trips) 79 rides to 32 people, 260 bus rides for 53 people, activity center programs (entertainment, play cards, go on trips, shopping trips) – 309 trips for 113 people, case management (help with finances, food stamps, food share) – 125 hours with 85 people, 554 contacts.   A report was presented to the board members with activity to July 31, 2008.  Funding for NWDSS comes from grants, the County, fundraising, donations and municipalities. The County funding will remain the same for next year.  Dee Suchomel will get reports to Sue Dietzen for distribution to the board members on the other municipalities.  
10.  Westland Promenade Committee Update.  The Lions and Legion did some work on the signs.  Fred Westland is unhappy with the grass.  He wants golf course green grass.  One of the sprinklers was jammed.  He also doesn’t want to plant mums now, but wants to plant tulips in the fall.  Dick Royston wants to put lights on the trees as soon as the leaves are gone.  Fred has purchased 4 wreaths for the light poles.  Tracks need to be purchased or built for decorations on the shelters.  Dick will talk to Dan Lucey about building the tracks.  We don’t know how the construction will be financed or what the cost will be.  There will be an extended exhibit for Mid Continent Railway Museum in the Mazomanie Art Center.  


Scott Stokes would like to have a Chamber update on the board agenda under announcements.  The Westland Promenade Report will be moved to a Parks item.  

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  There was one arrest over Wild West Days weekend unrelated to the beer tent.  There were no arrests or citations related to Wild West Days.  The Safe Ride Home program was a success.  There were some comments that maybe the program could be expanded to bar time instead of beer tent time.  Part of the grant was expanded deputy coverage and there were no drunk driving arrests made at bar time, either.  The farthest that the bus brought someone home was Lodi.  Synergy was burglarized.  They have private security now, but they didn’t have it at the time.  The rec program is finished.  Some of the programs offered for the rec program were a bike safety program and the K-9 dogs came out.  
11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding an Arc Hazard Study.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Lowell Holcomb to table this item.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding Anthony Smalley’s retaining wall at 213 Wall St.  Instead of moving the wall, Anthony Smalley thought it would be okay to repair the wall in the same place.  He would like to repair what is broken.  There are water, sewer and gas mains in the way to move the wall.  He has 3 bids from masons.  They said what is standing there is in pretty good shape.  Anthony would like to repair or replace the bad sections of the wall.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Ray Schlamp to allow Tony Smalley to repair his retaining wall on Village property.  Motion carried.  Mike Krawczyk voted opposed.
12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Resolution Supporting Long-Term Capital Plan for Strategic Investments in Publicly Owned Railroad Infrastructure in Wisconsin.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a Resolution Supporting Long-Term Capital Plan for Strategic Investments in Publicly Owned Railroad Infrastructure in Wisconsin.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding turning over the collection of Synergy CDBG-ED loans to Dept. of Commerce.  Sue Dietzen was contacted by the Dept. of Commerce wondering if we would like them to take over the collection of both CDBG-ED loans – the one from the Village of Mazomanie program as well as the Dept. of Commerce program, so there wasn’t any duplication of efforts.  Sue has run this by Tim Fenner and he agrees that it probably would be best to have them collect both loans.  If the Dept. of Commerce collects both loans, we would have to turn over the $6,000.00 that was paid into the CDBG-ED fund to cover the administration of the Dept. of Commerce loan.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve turning over the collection of the Synergy CDBG-ED loans to the Dept. of Commerce.  Motion carried.  Sue will check with the Dept. of Commerce about whether or not the funds that were paid to Tim Fenner can be deducted from the $6,000.00 for legal services regarding the collection of the loans that has been expended to date.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding appealing the CARPC decision for the Janice Faga property to the DNR.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to appeal the CARPC decision for the Janice Faga property to the DNR.  Motion carried.  
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding support of the Alliant Public Hearings in Cassville and Portage.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve having Sue Dietzen speak in support of the Nelson Dewey biomass power plant at one of the public hearings.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding Resolution 2008-15 Requesting Exemption from County Library Tax.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve Resolution 2008-15 Requesting Exemption from County Library Tax.  Motion carried.
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding a contract with Vierbicher Associates to prepare a TEA Grant.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a contract with Vierbicher Associates to prepare a TEA grant with a cap on the contract of $7500.00.  Any amounts over $7500.00 need to come back to the board for approval.  Motion carried.
