VILLAGE BOARD MEETING
December 16, 2008

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of Posting.  The meeting was properly posted on December 11, 2008 and amended on December 12 and 15, 2008.  

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Scott Stokes, Lowell Holcomb, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley.  Absent:  Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented with the following changes:  Number 1 & 2 under New Business will be moved to between 6 & 7 at the beginning of the agenda and number 9 under New Business will be moved to number 1 under New Business.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from November 25, 2008 board meeting.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Carol Linley to approve the minutes from the November 25, 2008 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding accepting Kevin Graham’s resignation from the Village Board.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to accept Kevin Graham’s letter of resignation from the Village Board.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding appointing Addison Pettis to complete Kevin Graham’s term on the Village Board until April, 2010.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the appointment of Addison Pettis to complete Kevin Graham’s term on the Village Board until April, 2010.  Motion carried.
8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  Burglaries are up in northwest Dane and over the line in Sauk County.  Tim and Stacy participated in Shop with a Cop with 3 kids from Mazomanie.  Each kid got $150.00 each to spend.  The Mazomanie businesses donated more than the $450.00 to finance the Mazomanie kids, so they also paid for a couple of other kids to have a Merry Christmas.  The K-9 dogs were brought to the school and they did not find anything.  Tim also brought the dogs into the common areas of some of the apartment houses in town and again did not find anything.  Carol suggested that Dane Co. get their contact name list updated.  Tim said he would look into it.
11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding sewer infiltration.  McCann’s is in town to grout and line the sewer mains on E. Hudson, Finch and Curtiss St.  Sue told them to go ahead with the lining of E. Hudson St. and Finch St. and to not do Curtiss St. because it will be torn up when the Janice Faga project goes in.  The manhole on the corner of Curtiss and State St. was leaking badly and they were able to grout it and stop the leaking.  The line 10’ to 15’ to the south of the manhole on the corner of Third St. and State St. to about 90’ north of the manhole by Prospect St. has tile missing and sand is coming in.  The main is about 20’ deep and there is a lot of groundwater in there.  This main will probably have to be replaced.  It will probably cost in the neighborhood of $100,000.00.  The 10” line on Third St. is grouted and is ready to be lined.  The manhole on the corner of William and Third St. is in bad shape.  They will patch and grout this manhole.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to have Warren do the bid documents for replacement of sewer main on State St.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding readdressing taping of committee meetings.  Mike Krawczyk requested that this item be brought back to the board.  He felt that there are always questions regarding what happened at the meetings and a tape would help.  Scott said that anyone is welcome to tape the meetings including committee members for their own use.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to tape all public meetings and that the employees are not to listen to the tapes on Village time unless requested.  Motion failed due to a tie vote.  

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding turning on the new street light in front of Nancy Brueggeman’s duplex.  The installation of the new streets lights was approved under the condition that the light in front of Margaret O’Hora’s house was not installed as long as she lives there.  When the lights were installed, the last one was installed after Scott talked to Mrs. O’Hora and she gave her consent as long as the one across the street and in front of her house were not turned on.  Nancy Brueggeman is concerned about safety on the hill with winter being here now and it getting dark earlier and the way it looks when you’re going down the hill and get to the two dark lights.  The tall lights are now off.  Mike Krawczyk questioned whether or not we’re liable if the Village intentionally leaves the lights off and someone gets hurt as a result.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk to turn both lights on.  Motion died due to lack of a second.  Lowell Holcomb wanted the motion revisited.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Lowell Holcomb to turn both lights on.  Addison Pettis questioned whether or not the inside of the globe could be darkened.  Motion failed.  Mike Krawczyk voted for.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Mike Krawczyk to turn on the light closest to Exchange St.  Motion and second withdrawn.  Motion by Scott Stokes, second by Carol Linley to leave both lights off until such time as it does not impact Mrs. O’Hora.  Motion carried.  Mike Krawczyk abstained.
12.  New Business.  3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of the FERC Standards of Conduct Rules.  Sue Dietzen and Lowell Holcomb listened in on a conference call with ATC regarding the Standard of Conduct Rules.  This document would require prohibiting anyone who has a marketing function employee from discussing ATC’s person who has a marketing function employee.  The document was put together by FERC to replace a document that is already in place.  The only two people that this would affect that work for Mazomanie would be Bob Harper and Jim Henthorne because they can plan a planned outage.  ATC will train them on this document.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the FERC Standards of Conduct Rules.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Class B Liquor/Class B Beer license for Chelley’s, Inc. located at 603 W. Commercial St.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Addison Pettis to approve a Class B Liquor/Class B Beer license for Chelley’s, Inc. located at 603 W. Commercial St.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding approval of the West Side Neighborhood Plan.  This plan was triggered by the Walter Road extension to the area south of Highway 14 bordering Emily Road.  Warren Myers provided the road layout.  The Plan Commission looked at the most efficient uses of land and they also received input from the adjacent property owners.  The funeral home owner would be interested in developing the remainder of his property, but he want to have a say in the land use.  The Plan Commission thought that the funeral home property and the remainder of the Village property to the west of Walter Road extended should be kept as a large parcel.  There is a large area preserved as a water flood prevention area.  There is a 50’ setback from the water flood prevention area to accommodate the natural waterway drainage area.  


The water and sewer mains may not need to be relocated depending on the proposed use.  Currently there are 3 accesses onto Highway 14.  The number of accesses depends on the order of redevelopment.  A cul-de-sac could access all of the properties from the back.  Sarah is recommending that the buildings be in the front and parking is in the back to encourage shared parking between the buildings.  This plan is a concept plan only and can be reconfigured from the way it is approved.  We may be able to encourage shared parking through an ordinance change.  If the Village acquires the land on the corner of Reeve and Emily Roads, we may be able to alleviate the flooding problem on Whitechapel St.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the West Side Neighborhood Plan.  Motion amended by Lowell Holcomb, second amended by Mike Krawczyk to add a note about the drainageway addition to the plan saying that the sanitary sewer will be televised before the end lot is developed and also indicating that a portion of the Duhr property be acquired by the Village prior to commercial parcels being developed off of Walter Road.  Motion carried.
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding a payment request for Allen Steele Company for the Cardinal Glass water and sewer project.  The project is done except paving on W. Hudson St.  It will not be able to be paved because of the time of the year.  It will be paved in spring.  There will be a change order coming.  The railroad is requiring that a casing be used under the railroad.  Warren approves the payment of this request.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the payment request for Allen Steele Company for the Cardinal Glass water and sewer project.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the reduction in the letter of credit for the surface course of asphalt in Haskall’s Coventry Meadows.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to release the entire letter of credit for the surface course of asphalt in Haskall’s Coventry Meadows per Warren’s recommendation.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding a payment request for Raymond P. Cattell for Cardinal Glass work.  Wick Drive has been completed.  The final course of asphalt will be installed on Wick Drive in the spring.  The final course of asphalt on Highway 14 needed to be installed immediately as a State requirement, so, because of the temperature when it was installed, Cattell has asked to be held harmless for this section of the final course of asphalt and this has been granted.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Addison Pettis to approve a payment request for Raymond P. Cattell for Cardinal Glass work on Wick Drive.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding road closing option for Emily Road.  The closing of Emily Road is required by the DOT with the construction of Wick Drive.  Originally, the closing of Emily Road was required by the DOT when Forest Edge Drive was completed.  Option 4, which is the choice of the Plan Commission, would leave Emily Road looking like a private driveway, but the Village retains ownership.  A Dead End/No Outlet sign will need to be placed.  It will also have a T-turn around.  Emily Road will meet with Forest Edge Drive and Emily Road will meet with the sidewalk on Forest Edge Drive.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve Option 4 for the closing of Emily Road.  Motion carried.

10.  Discussion and possible action regarding the placement of a bench at Lake Marion in memory of Thomas R. Kirk.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the concept of the placement of a bench at Lake Marion in memory of Thomas R. Kirk.  The Park Committee will approve the final placement of the bench, materials and construction of the pad.  The Village will hire a contractor and the Village will get a retainer for the estimated cost of construction.  Motion carried.  There was a discussion regarding the limiting of memorials being placed in the Village parks to former residents of the Village and the memorials will go to the Park Committee before they go to the board.  Motion carried.

11.  Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of bids for the purchase of materials for Cardinal Glass feeders.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve the bid for cable for Burmeister at a cost of $44,022.83.  Motion carried.  

Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to approve the bid for the padmount switchgear for Resco at a cost of $33495.00.  Motion carried.


Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Carol Linley to approve the bid for miscellaneous materials for Border States at a cost of $14,152.66.  Motion carried.
12.  Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of bids for the purchase of a transformer for the substation.  Virginia Transformer requires a 30% payment when the drawings are done and the remaining 70% be due upon delivery.  The normal payment structure is 90% up front and 10% is withheld until installation is complete. Pauwels wants 100% payment when the transformer is shipped.  They were willing to accept a letter of credit guaranteeing 10% of the shipping price to 1 year.  WEG Electric has the lowest evaluation cost, was the low bid, had a standard payment plan and a 60 month warranty.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item to the next meeting.  

13.  Discussion and possible action regarding the 2009 contract for Johnson, Block & Company for accounting.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the 2009 contract for Johnson, Block & Company for accounting.  Next year, we will bid the accounting contract.  Motion carried.
14.  Discussion and possible action regarding the renewal of a lease for Dane County for the Community Building.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a lease for Dane County for the Community Building.  Motion carried.  Sue will contact Kevin Thornton to find out how many families are helped from this office.  

15.  Discussion and possible action regarding the one year review of allowing dogs off leash at Lake Marion.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to approve allowing dogs off leash at Lake Marion.  Motion carried.  Raeanne LaCourt voted opposed.
16.  Discussion and possible action regarding the refund of the license fees for a Class A Liquor/Beer License for “A Finer Taste” upon issuance of a Class B Beer/Liquor license.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Carol Linley to refund the license fees for a Class A Liquor/Beer license for “A Finer Taste” upon issuance of a Class B Beer/Liquor license.  Any costs the Village has incurred will be deducted from the refund.  Motion carried.

13.  Committees.  1.  Personnel.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding health insurance.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Mike Krawczyk to change our present plan through Unity to Option 3 with Unity with $500.00 deductible for a single, $1000.00 deductible for a family.  The premium will be reduced by $1726.39 per month.  Sue will check with going to the State health insurance plan.  This would reduce our premiums substantially more.  The group will need to be underwritten.  We will cancel our Unity plan on March 31 and go with the State plan.  The employees will pay 10% of the monthly premium effective July 1, 2009.  The Village will continue to provide dental, life and disability.  Steve will get 100% paid because he is under a union contract.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding employee planners.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne to order planners from the House of Doolittle for office and full time public works personnel at a cost of $15.80 each.  There was a discussion regarding the time cards vs. planners and how they differ.  Motion carried.  Carol Linley and Raeanne LaCourt voted opposed.  

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.  Scott Stokes abstained.

14.  Announcements.  Dean Sanftleben had surgery on his rotator cuff a couple of weeks ago.  The original doctor’s note said that he was not to come back to work until at least January 14th.  Workman’s comp wants him to come back to work sooner.  Sue received a doctor’s note that said he was free to come back to work on December 15th with the following restrictions:  “No use of left hand or arm, must use shoulder immobilizer, avoid climbing, avoid slippery surfaces.  Must attend therapy appointments.”  The consensus of the board was that they didn’t want Dean back to work until he’s at least 80% to 90%.  Sue will contact workman’s comp.

Scott Stokes has storage room available for salt if the Village wants to get a supply.  Sue will let Steve know.
15.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to adjourn.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:56 p.m.
