1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

5.  Approve minutes from September 10, 2008 board meeting.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the September 9, 2008 board meeting as presented.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence. There were no appearances.
7. Electric Superintendent’s Report. The report was written. Carol Linley’s lights blink because of the 2400 line on Hwy. KP.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Resolution Providing for the Sale of $870,000.00 Anticipation Note.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Lowell Holcomb to approve a Resolution Providing for the Sale of $870,000.00 Anticipation Note.  Motion carried. 

3. Discussion and possible action regarding the placement of a mailbox in the terrace in front of the Municipal Building.   Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Kevin Graham to approve placing a mailbox in the terrace in front of the Municipal Building.  Motion denied.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to table this item until the property owners come before the board to answer questions. Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Amendment #4 to General Consulting services 2008-2009 substation, transmission and distribution system additions.

Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Mike Krawczyk to table this item until Larry Stuckman comes to answer questions.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding snowmobile trails for the 2008-2009 snowmobile season. Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Kevin Graham to approve leaving the trails same as last year with the addition of using American Legion Street to R&J’s. The snowmobilers are to obey street signs. Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Purchase and Sale Agreement for the customers on Voss Road.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Kevin Graham to approve the Purchase and Sale Agreement for the customers on Voss Road.  Motion carried.  

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding an option to purchase the Wolf property for the placement of a substation.  Cardinal’s expansion plan may interfere with original substation location. The Wolf and  Schlytter property are a possibility for the placement of the substation.  Fred Wolf’s land has been divided into  4 2 acre lots.  We may be able to fit the substation on 6 acres. Fred Wolf wants $400,000.00 for all 4 lots. Roundy’s land cost would be much less in cost, but it would cost approximately $300,000.00 to run the lines. Having the substation on Highway 14 is not a desirable location.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve an option to purchase the Wolf property for the placement of a substation. Motion carried.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance 2008-15- Minimum Street Frontage on a Lot.  Motion by Kevin Graham, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve Ordinance 2008-15 regarding Minimum Street Frontage on a Lot. Motion carried.

9.  Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance 2008-14-Drainage of Water & Change of Topography.  There was much discussion regarding the intent of the ordinance.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to send the ordinance to the attorney for clarification.  Motion carried.

10.  Discussion and possible action regarding operator’s licenses for Richard W. Royston and Roberta A. Booth.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the above operator’s licenses. Motion carried.

11.  Discussion and possible action regarding the information to be included on the bill list. Sue will get Mike a list of the bills paid year to date according to department.
