REGULAR BOARD MEETING
June 23, 2009

Present:  Larry Stuckman, Bob Harper, Todd Dosher, Len Rogan, Kerri Roberts, Arnold & Steffi Harris, Grant Kneidler, Kim Lamoreaux, Laurie Lueck, Richard Rice, Bonita Plata Hummel.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on June 19 and amended June 22, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Bill Bennie, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.  Absent:  Lowell Holcomb, Peter Huebner.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Bill Bennie to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from June 9, 2009 board meeting.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the June 9, 2009 board meeting with changes.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding having Michael Engelhardt work for the Village under the Experience Works program.  Sue met with Bonita Plata Hummel with the Experience Works program to see if the Village would be interested in having Michael Engelhardt work for the Village under the Experience Works program.  This program is to train people over 55 until they get a regular job.  Sue thought that he could move boxes into the new storeroom.  She may not be able to keep him working 20 hours per week for an indefinite amount of time.  They would be required to sign a strict confidentiality agreement.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Raeanne LaCourt to move this item to committee.  Motion carried.


Len Rogan had concerns regarding meeting and public hearing procedures.  Sue Dietzen said that the Public Hearing in the header of the agenda was an error on the agenda.  This item was carried over from a previous public hearing and was not changed.  It will be corrected.  Len thought that the motion regarding tabling Bob Dodsworth’s dismissal from the Plan Commission was made too quickly.  He was also concerned that he didn’t know when he was supposed to speak.  Mike Krawczyk explained that the procedure is that a motion is made, then a second is made and then there is time for discussion.
7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.  A used pole is to be set along State and Prospect St.
9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  There was no report.

10.  Chamber of Commerce Update.  August 1st is Fun Days.  They are distributing literature to different towns.  There were comments that the sign on the Community Building looks good.
11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of the bid for switchgear for the substation.  It needed to be brought back because the bid tabulation was transposed for warranty.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve option B for the switchgear for the substation.  Motion amended by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to accept option B and reject option A for the switchgear for the substation.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Smart Growth Plan.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table the Smart Growth Plan.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Outdoor Recreation Plan.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table the Outdoor Recreation Plan.  The park deficit should have been to the positive when the determination that the soccer field portion of the Lion’s Park is in the Village and does not belong to the County.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Bob Dodsworth’s appointment to the Plan Commission.  Bill Bennie stated that Bob raised some good points.  The problem was with the lack of approvals.  We should focus on the information he is talking about.  Bob’s information appears to be true.  We need to address the infiltration and inflow issues and figure out how to address finances.  The capabilities of the sewer plan need to be address.  

Mike also said that the letters were driven by emotions, but Bob should not have signed the letters with the titles.  He was not concerned about the content.  He felt that we need someone who has opposing thoughts and views on the Plan Commission.  He did not like the way the letters were signed, but he didn’t think that it is a bad thing to have him on the Plan Commission.


Mike Krawczyk said that people are not appointed to the Plan Commission to represent the point of the Village, but to represent the opinion of the people they know.  But people who are appointed to the DIWC commission are appointed to represent the opinion of the Village of Mazomanie and our best interests.

Arnold Harris said that Bob never said that he represented Mazomanie, DIWC or the Plan Commission in his speech at the CARPC hearing.  He was asked several questions as an expert witness at the hearing.


Addison Pettis said that there are a lot of venues for the other options.  No one else spoke in the paper except the Harris’.  There was misinformation in the paper.


Kim Lamoreaux explained that she tapes all of the meetings that she attends and the quotes come from the tapes.


Raeanne LaCourt said that Len Rogan also had letters in the paper.


Steffi Harris stated that everyone is able to write to the Sickle.


Warren Myers was asked if the wastewater treatment plant could handle the Faga development.  He said that the wastewater treatment plant information that was in the letters to the paper was spun.  The capacity of the treatment plant is okay.  Warren has submitted a letter to the Village Board in the past explaining the capacity of the treatment plant, and he would stand behind it.  The facility takes whatever wastewater is given to it.  All of the users share in the excess capacity cost of the plant.  Excess capacity was built into the plant.  There have been safety nets put in to handle the excess flow.  The capacity is based on population and industrial discharge.  There are problems with inflow and infiltration that need to be addressed.

Raeanne LaCourt felt it was not proper to do as he did, but felt we needed to leave him on the Plan Commission.

Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Mike Krawczyk to leave Bob Dodsworth on the Plan Commission.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the removal of trees around the tennis courts.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to remove the third tree on the northwest corner and to trim the cottonwood tree.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Compliance Maintenance Report.  This was brought back to the board because the grade changed from a D to a B, so the report needed to be reapproved.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve the revised Compliance Maintenance Report.  Motion carried.

12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible regarding bids for a pad mount transformer.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Ray Schlamp to approve the bid for Resco for the single phase and three phase pad mount transformers because there is a shorter lead time.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding police equipment upgrade.  The in-squad video recorder does not work.  No one in Dane County repairs them.  They are not used any longer.  The police dept. uses them to provide video when they are subpoenaed.  Recently, they have used one for a fatal crash and 2 for DWI’s.  They are asking to purchase a new unit that would run on a DVD for $5,000.00.  The cost would be billed through the county contract over a 6 year period at $69.00 per month.  Our equipment is scheduled to be replaced next year in the squad car through the contract.  The board felt that the Sheriff’s office has saved the Village money over the past 5 years.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to approve the purchase of a DVD recording unit for inside the squad car as soon as possible.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Dane County Erosion Control and Stormwater permit application and fee schedule.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Bill Bennie adopt the Dane County Erosion Control and Stormwater permit application and fee schedule.  Motion carried.  

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Stormwater Management Plan for the Wick Drive substation.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve the Stormwater Management Plan for the Wick Drive substation.  Motion amended by Raeanne LaCourt, second amended by Addison Pettis to approve the Stormwater Management Plan for the Wick Drive substation with the conditions outlined in Warren Myers’ letter.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the driveway access easement between the Village and ATC.  Larry Stuckman felt that the easement is in the wrong place and needs to be modified with the driveway location moving.  The maintenance agreement needs to be recorded.  ATC needs to decide where the driveway is to be moved.  The board felt that the Village should be reimbursed for the costs of maintenance for the ATC portion of the driveway.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding moving the gas main along the west side of Walter Road extended.  The cost of moving the gas main now would be $12,000.00.  If we move it in the future, the cost estimate given at the present time would be $16,000.00.  We should have exploratory excavations for the water main done at $300.00 per spot.  The telephone needs to be done also at $150.00 per spot.  This would tell us the depth of these utilities.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to move the gas main within the right of way.  Motion carried.

The electric service is on Hooverson’s property.  It can be moved later.  The telephone is on an easement on the property.  The Lichte storm sewer over by the future road may be in the street sub grade.  A change order will be added to correct a drainage issue at the Garvoille’s house.  The water drains from the Lichte detention pond through their property to a culvert that runs under Hwy. 14.  
There are piles of various miscellaneous debris on the Village property that the construction of Walter Road is being done on.  Warren would like to bury some of the stuff that has been stored on the property that Walter Road will go through.  Dean asked Sue and Sue asked Mike if the milled up concrete could be placed on the bluff road on Tuesday morning because the pile needed to be moved right now.  The contractor gave us a price of $150.00 per load.  If the concrete would not have been put on the bluff road, it would have had to be moved and then after approval, it would have been moved again to the bluff road.  The berm that was put on the road by Kim Stokes was damaged.  Warren thought it would be pretty easy to repair.  
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding moving chipped concrete on Walter Road extended site to the bluff road by change order to Rule Construction.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve moving the chipped concrete on the Walter Road extended site to the bluff road by change order to Rule Construction.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding other potential change orders for the Walter Road extended construction.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve up to $900.00 for exploratory excavation.  Motion carried.


Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve the replacement of a sewer manhole with a 4’ riser with a concealed pitch hole and without a chimney seal at a cost not to exceed $1400.00.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding the black dirt on Walter Road extended site.  There was some black dirt on the Walter Road extended site that Dean said partially belongs to the Town of Mazomanie.  Warren told Dean to get the dirt out of there, or it would be used.  There was no action taken.

10.  Discussion and possible action regarding cleaning up the concrete behind Scott Stokes’ building.  The Village owns the land behind Scott Stokes’ building and concrete from curb and gutter and sidewalk was put there when Hwy. Y was redone.  Dean had the concrete put there to stabilize the hill.  Since Warren is burying concrete and other things on the Walter Road extended site, Sue asked him if we could bury this stuff also.  Scott would like the Village to get this area cleaned up.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Mike Krawczyk to table this item until Warren looks at it.  Motion carried.

11.  Discussion and possible action regarding the issuance of operator’s licenses for Dennis Lawrence O’Connell, Shannonmarie Harry, Teresa Robin Severson, Roberta Booth and Jeffrey Scott Smith.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to approve the above operator’s licenses.  Motion carried.  Ray Schlamp abstained.

12.  Discussion and possible action regarding the replacement of Kia’s computer.  Kia’s computer crashed earlier in the week.  Aberdean, our computer consultant, was able to get it going again.  When her computer was down, none of the office staff were able to access their files and were shut down.  Sue had Aberdean get some numbers to replace Kia’s computer and to put the server on a separate computer.  The Village has a replacement fund that would be able to cover the cost of replacing Kia’s computer and purchasing the server.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to have Sue get some other bids for the replacement computer and server.  Motion carried.
13.  Discussion and possible action regarding the approval of a zoning change from A-1 EX Exclusive Agricultural to RH-1 Rural Homes, A-4 for a property located north of 10250 E. Mathewson Rd. for the creation of one residential lot under extraterritorial jurisdiction.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to table the request for the above zoning change.  Motion and second rescinded.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the request for the above zoning change.  Motion carried.
14.  Discussion and possible action regarding a zoning change from A-2(2) Agricultural to RH-1 Rural Homes for a property located at 10260 Co. Hwy. Y for a land transfer between adjoining owners.  The request is being made by Bob Richard.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve the request for the above zoning change.  Motion carried.
13.  Committees.  4.  Parks & Recreation.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding placing a sign on the Turk Shelter advising the public that the bathrooms in the shelter are not for public use during private parties.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve placing a sign on the Turk Shelter advising the public that the bathrooms in the shelter are not for public use during private parties.  Motion carried.
b.  Discussion and possible action regarding fencing for the park.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve fixing the fencing at the pool and take a look at the fencing costs in the park.  Motion carried.

c.  Discussion and possible action regarding scheduling small ball diamonds and practice schedules for the youth ball teams.  There have been problems with taking turns with the batting cage.  The committee has decided to have all of the coaches come to a Park meeting in February to discuss this and set up a schedule.  No action was taken.
d.  Discussion and possible action regarding the purchase of additional lighting in the park.  Sue & Tim Blanke are going to put together some suggestions for the lighting in the park.  There should be some additional lighting put by the soccer field, batting cage, coming into the park and by the playground.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Mike Krawczyk to table this item.  Motion carried.

e.  Discussion and possible action regarding Wild West Days – parking on ball fields.  There has been a problem with the Wild West Days carnival people parking on the ball fields.  The areas that there is to be no parking on will be fenced off.  There was no action taken.
f.  Discussion and possible action regarding burying the security camera wires.  The cameras in the Turk shelter got struck by lightning again.  They get struck often because the wires are between two metal poles.  Sue checked with the insurance company and they won’t pay for burying the wire, even though it would eliminate the cameras being blown out every year.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to table this item.  Motion amended by Mike Krawczyk, second amended by Addison Pettis to look into wireless cameras and other options.  Motion carried.
6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Bill Bennie to approve the payment of the bills with the exception of the Vierbicher Assoc. for the Outdoor Recreation Plan.  We will hold the Vierbicher Assoc. until the rec. plan is done.  Motion carried.
14.  Announcements.  There were no announcements.  

15.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Bill Bennie to adjourn.  Motion carried.
