REGULAR BOARD MEETING
July 14, 2009

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on July 10, 2009 and amended on July 13, 2009.  

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to approve the amended agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from June 23, 2009 board meeting.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Ray Schlamp to approve the minutes from the June 23, 2009 board meeting with corrections.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  The Police Dept. received some money from ATF in June to bring in 5 or 6 detectives, a K-9 and Tim Blanke as the uniformed officer.  They uncovered drugs and paraphernalia.  Solicitors are a problem.  Most of them are from the south.  They need a permit in the Village.  The Police Dept. also received a $2100.00 grant for Wild West Days for the safe ride home program to give people a free ride home within 30 miles of the festival.  The funds also cover deputies for OWI enforcement and advertising.  The Summer Recreation Program starts tomorrow.  

11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Smart Growth Plan from the beginning through the chapter on housing.  Some corrections were made to Chapters 1, 2, 4 & 5.  There were many concerns regarding the wording in Chapter 3 and future implications on the wording.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk to adopt chapters 1, 2, 4 & 5 with corrections and have Tim Fenner look over Chapter 3 and clarify things before Chapter 3 is adopted.  Motion carried.  Chapters 6, 7 & 8 will be discussed at the next meeting.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding adoption of the Outdoor Recreation Plan.  There are some changes that were supposed to be made by Patrick from Vierbicher. The board wanted the pictures of the Westland Promenade and Lake Marion to be retaken.  We also need pictures of soccer fields.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to table the plan pending the information regarding the parkland computations and pictures.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the removal of the tree on the corner of Division St. and Brodhead St.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to not remove the tree on the corner of Division St. and Brodhead St.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding the cleaning up the area behind Scott Stokes’ building.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to not deal with the clean up at this time.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the replacement of Kia’s computer and putting the server on a separate computer.  Sue contacted two places for quotes and one said they would send a quote and didn’t and the other one she left a message and they didn’t return the call.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to investigate getting more quotes for this item.  Motion carried.

12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of Jerry Booth as weed commissioner and Village Forester.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Mike Krawczyk to appoint Jerry Booth as weed commissioner and Village Forester.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the awarding the contract bids for 3 phase and 15 KV Underground Feeder Extension.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Peter Huebner to approve the bids from Burmeister for the EPR Cable for $25,530.00, RESCO for XLP-TR Cable for $21622.50, Burmeister for miscellaneous material for $38,215.43 and Great Lakes Line Builders for $173,600.00 for the construction of the substation.  Motion carried.  Larry Stuckman handed out a summary of substation budget vs. costs.  The substation costs are coming in way below budget.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding Hudson St. bridge and the status of the donation of the Wolf property.  We have received the petition of annexation.  It has been filed with the Town of Mazomanie, school district and Dept. of Administration.  The bridge will be annexed in the petition.  Additional documentation will be drawn up to state that the Village will take the bridge after the repairs have been made to our satisfaction.  

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding the lining of the sewer main on Brodhead St. under the railroad tracks.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to line 10’ of the sewer main on Brodhead St. per Dean’s request at a cost not to exceed $500.00.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the reappointment of Pam Mandli and Sharon Royston to three year terms on the Library Board.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Addison Pettis to approve the reappointment of Pam Mandli and Sharon Royston to three year terms on the Library Board.  Motion carried.

6.   Discussion and possible action regarding a payment request for Rule Construction.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Addison Pettis to approve the payment request for Rule Construction $56,629.70.  Motion carried.
7.  Discussion and possible action regarding the storage/ordering of road salt from Dane County.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to order 35 tons of road salt for the 2009/2010 winter season to be picked up at the Madison Highway Garage at $72.02/cu. yard.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding a permit or permission for the Chamber to use sidewalks & parking spaces on sections of Brodhead, Hudson & American Legion St. to have open intoxicants for Fun Days.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to allow open intoxicants in the streets and on the sidewalks along American Legion St. from Scott Terrace to Brodhead St. and down E. Hudson St. from Marion St. to State St. from 9:00 a.m. to 10:00 p.m. on August 1, 2009 for Fun Days.  There will be a beer tent by R & J’s.  Open intoxicants will only be allowed in the streets and on the sidewalks with designated bracelets with clear plastic cups.  Chamber members only will be allowed to sell open intoxicants to be brought onto the streets and sidewalks.  Motion carried.  

9.  Discussion and possible action regarding issuance of operator’s license for Mary Chambers Bauschelt.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve an operator’s license for Mary Chambers Bauschelt.  Motion carried.

10.  Discussion and possible action regarding lighting and wiring at the Community Building.  The WI Heights Players would like to purchase stage lights.  They have received a grant to supply the control panel.  The Dane County Cultural Affairs will match ½ of the cost.  They would like to have the Village contribute some funds to the purchase of the lights.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Raeanne LaCourt to grant permission to upgrade the lights at the Community Building, allow them to purchase the lights through the Village, charge a fee to other groups to use the lights and have the Village contribute $500.00 to the purchase of the lighting.  Motion carried.
11.  Discussion and possible action regarding an update on the Faga development.  CARPC has denied the USA expansion for the second time.  The Village wanted them to make a recommendation, whether or not they approved or denied the expansion because now it can go back to the DNR and we’re done with CARPC.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to send the Faga development USA expansion back to the DNR.  Motion carried.
2.  Public Utilities.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding the W P & L boundary agreement and service to customers along Voss Road.  Brian Hood contacted Sue Dietzen last fall and told her that since the sale of the Voss Road customers was completed, the Village needed to find a way to serve them on our system.  She contacted Bob Harper and couple of weeks ago to let him know that he needed to start working on this.  The week before last, Brian went to visit Buzz Holcomb and said that these customers were going to be served by a service metering point off of Alliant’s system per the boundary distribution agreement.  The boundary distribution service agreement would allow Mazomanie to serve the customers at a wholesale rate and pay Alliant a fixed charge for the metering point.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Addison Pettis to go into negotiations with W P & L regarding a boundary service agreement.  Motion carried.
4.  Parks & Recreation.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding enhanced security at the park.  Tim Blanke and Sue Dietzen have gone to the park to locate areas where lighting is needed and have identified electrical upgrades and repairs that need to be made.  Tim is getting bids from Eveready & Mayberry Electric for the work.
5.  Public Protection & Ordinance.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance 2009-4 regarding the trimming and removal of trees on public property.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve Ordinance 2009-4 pending review by Tim Fenner.  Motion carried.

b.  Discussion and possible action regarding Ordinance 2009-5 relating to compression brakes, radios or other electric sound amplification devices.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to send Ordinance 2009-5 back to committee.  Motion carried.

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Bill Bennie to approve the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

14.  Announcements.  Raeanne LaCourt attended the last EMS committee meeting and they discussed the payment of the bills.  John Bird is the new secretary for the district.  

There will be a MDA ride on Saturday.  2 Dane County ambulances and ours will be on standby.  We are also expecting 700 bicyclists coming through town in Sept. The cement board siding is under warranty and needs to be replaced at the EMS building.  They will also need a P.O. Box because of the security requirements with having their mailbox on the highway. They will be replacing the credit card through the Mazo Bank.  Their next meeting will be August 31 at 6:00.  


The Library Board will be having an open house on August 27 at 7:00.  They wanted to get together with the Village Board before the budgets and they will give a brief presentation on what’s happening at the library.  It will be open to the Village Board and their spouses.

There will be a Parks meeting on July 30 at 6:30, Ordinance Committee meeting on July 23.  


There is a dumpster over at the shop.


The curb and sidewalk on State St. needs to be redone next to the bridge.  They are planning on laying asphalt this week.  The handicap section of the sidewalk is not up to par.
