REGULAR BOARD MEETING

July 28, 2009

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on July 24, 2009 and amended on July 27, 2009.  Motion carried.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from July 14, 2009 board meeting.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the July 14, 2009 board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.

9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  On KP, a pole that was hit by a car is being supported by the line truck.  It is scheduled to be replaced tomorrow.  Raeanne LaCourt asked when the pole on the corner of State St. & Prospect St. will be replaced.  Black Earth has a new citizen representative, Dave Cooper.  The lease for the Black Earth garage was revisited.  To build a new building would be about what we pay for rent.  The cost would be about $100,000.00 without the land.  In the lease agreement, there is a provision for a 3% increase per year.  It was suggested that Vanguard put up their own building or freeze the lease.  We are leasing about 3000+ sq. ft. including office space, garage and storage.  There are also 3 truck bays being leased.  The Vanguard board would vote on freezing the lease.  Bob Harper can approve a bid on the truck above $1000.00 without commission approval.

10.  Chamber of Commerce Update.  They are planning Fun Days this Saturday.

11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the ATC access easement, payment offer and other related items.  Buzz, Jim, Kurt and Warren met regarding the access easement.  The final access easement includes a charge of 50% of things outside of the fence to be billed annually.  They were asked to research solid retention under the site.  They don’t put containment facilities under facilities less than 1320 gallons.  This site has 74 gallons of oil in the transformer.  It would be too expensive.  The cost would be about $55,000.00.  It would not be worth it.  If the Village tells them to do it, they would, but then we would have to fund it.  

The solid containment system that was researched would be total concrete built to SPCC regulations.  It would catch all of the overflow from rain and explosion.  It would be filled with gravel.  If the transformer failed, it would be an explosion, not a slow leak.  Any leak that would take place would be acted on within an hour.  ATC goes overboard to report anything to the DNR.  They inspect every month for leaks.  Environmental monitors are on site twice a week.  ATC is a green tier company with the DNR.  


Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the ATC access easement.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the creation of a stormwater utility.  The stormwater utility is maintained by public works and funded by the property taxes.  Many communities have looked at stormwater utilities.  Funding them on the tax roll is a problem because of the introduction of levy limits.  Building and maintenance of the stormwater can be financed as a levy charge, special assessment charge on taxes or a utility district overlay, which would be a separate tax not subject to levy limits.  We would want our utility to be self administering.  We should think about looking at a user charge.  We would need to consider whether or not this is something we want to go forward with and set a public hearing date.  


To establish a stormwater utility, we need a public hearing.  To establish a user charge or special charge, no hearing is needed legally.  The creation of a stormwater utility would not have to go through the Public Service Commission (PSC).  They have jurisdiction over practices and rates, not tax levies, special charges, etc.  

A stormwater district could be set up to fund a particular area.  We need to be specific in our proposal for the public hearing.  The cost for a study would be $8000.00 to $12,000.00.  8 to 12% of the residential and all of the commercial, industrial and institutional will be measured.  Warren can share other communities’ plans.  The Regional Planning Commission and DNR will probably require a stormwater utility for Urban Service amendments in the future.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Mike Krawczyk to table this item to the next meeting.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Smart Growth Plan – chapters 3, 6, 7, 8.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Bill Bennie to move this item to the end of the agenda.  Motion carried.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Outdoor Recreation Plan.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Peter Huebner to table this item to the next meeting and have Patrick Cleary from Vierbicher present at the next meeting.  The figures between the Smart Growth plan and the Outdoor Recreation Plan need to be matched and the most accurate numbers are to be used.  The board would like to have a copy of the revised document in advance of the next meeting to review.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Ordinance 2009-4 regarding the trimming and removal of trees on public property.  When this ordinance was sent to Tim Fenner for review, it was discovered that the ordinances already covered most of the drafted ordinance.  The committee recommended that in the future, they would like to have a list of items to be placed in a new ordinance given to Sue Dietzen and she will forward them on to the Village attorney to draft the proposed ordinances.  There was no action taken.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the replacement of Kia’s computer and putting the server on a separate computer.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second created by discussion to approve the SNC proposal to replace Kia’s computer and put the server on a separate computer.  The quote will be revised because the labor amount will be reduced from $125.00 to $95.00 per hour.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding an update on the video recording equipment for the squad car.  The video equipment for the squad car has not been purchased yet.  The vendor that the County was dealing with went out of business.  They are researching new vendors.  Todd checked again to find out whether or not our existing equipment can be repaired and we can’t even get the parts for the equipment at this point.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of a representative to the Village/Town Communication Committee.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to appoint Addison Pettis to the Village/Town Communication Committee.  Motion carried.

9.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Wolf property.  The official name of the property to be donated by the Wolf family will be the Eva Wolf Conservancy.  This will be a condition of the donation, but it will not be on the deed.

12.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the State Street project.  Tim Fenner looked at the contract that was signed between the contractor and the Village and it stated “All work to be completed in a workman like manner according to standard practices.  Any alteration or deviation from the specifications, involving extra costs will be executed only upon written orders, and will become an extra charge over and above this proposal.”  Standard practice would be to follow the curb, such as was done on State St.  It would have been a non-standard practice to bring the curb even with the sidewalk on the bridge.  

The contractor would not be liable for an accident on the lip that was created when the new sidewalk was poured.  It would be a potential liability to the Village because it is a known and present danger.  On the other side of the bridge, there is an approximate 7” step that has been there for a long time.  A 6” to 7 ½” step would be standard.  That end could be kept as is.  It probably should be fixed because we’re fixing the other end.  At a minimum, we should put a yellow marker of some kind on the north side of the bridge as a temporary measure or we could put cold asphalt mix in the gap.  


The curb at the handicap ramp got cracked and sunk when equipment was driven over it.  Water will stand about ¼” in the ramp.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding awarding of the contract for the purchase of relay and control panels & construction of the Mazomanie substation.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the contract for the purchase of relay and control panels from Systems Control without deducts.  Motion carried.


Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the contract from PieperLine for the construction labor for the substation including the Bard HVAC and electric heat unit deduct and not accept the 10’ 6” square manhole deduct.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the replacement of Larry Stuckman as the engineer on the substation project.  Larry Stuckman will be moving to the Portland, Oregon area.  Power Systems Engineering has the contract for the substation.  Doug Young from Power Systems will take over as project manager.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Inflow/Infiltration study.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item to the next meeting.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding sewer billing for Cardinal Glass.  Cardinal Glass has not installed their metering and test flow equipment yet.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to bill Cardinal Glass according to water usage until their metering and test flow equipment is installed.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding an application for David Hoadley and Peggy Roth to partially rebuild and remodel the old Sickle building at 45 E. Hudson St.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Addison Pettis to approve requested funds of $7344.00.  Motion carried.  Mike Krawczyk voted opposed.

11.  Old Business.  3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of the Smart Growth Plan – chapters 3, 6, 7, 8.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item.  Motion carried.
12.  New Business.  7.  Discussion and possible action regarding intersections with vision problems.  There is a visibility problem at the railroad tracks on Crocker St. looking west.  Sue will contact the Dept. of Transportation to get the weeds cut down.
13.  Committees.  6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the payment of the bills pending a correction on the sales tax calculation.  Motion carried.

14.  Announcements.   Lowell Holcomb would like to discuss contributing to the fireworks fund.  It will be addressed at budget.

He also presented information on the Sensus meter reading system.  It will be brought to the Utility committee.  Black Earth is looking at spending about $300,000.00 including the construction of a radio tower.  There is a 50/50 grant available.  


The cameras at the park are up and running.


Raeanne has contacted 2 contractors for pricing on fencing for the park.

15.  Adjournment.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Raeanne LaCourt to adjourn.  Motion carried.
