REGULAR BOARD MEETING

August 25, 2009

Present:  Bob Harper, Laurie Lueck, John Wick, Warren Myers, Rich Steele, Greg Jewell, Ed Lilla, Todd Dosher, Don Meyer, Jeremy Lueck.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on August 21, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to approve the agenda with the deletion of #3 under Old Business.  Motion carried.
5.  Approve minutes from August 11, 2009 board meeting, August 6, 2009 Special Board Meeting, and July 7, 2009 Plan Commission/Special Board Meeting.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the August 11, 2009 board meeting with changes and corrections.  Motion carried.


Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the August 6, 2009 Special Board meeting with corrections.  Motion carried.


Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to approve the minutes from the July 7, 2009 Plan Commission/Special Board meeting.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.

7.  Electric Superintendent’s Report.  The report was written.

8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.  There were no issues with the MDA ride.  The audio/video equipment has been installed in the car.  There were no problems with the Gandy Dancer or Fun Days with alcohol in the streets with the wristbands.  Speeding has been a problem on Hwy. KP with Hwy. 14 being closed.

9.  Vanguard Commission Update.  There are 4 candidates being interviewed to replace Bob Harper with 2 being interviewed on Thursday and 2 the following Thursday.
10.  Chamber of Commerce Update.  There was no report.  Fun Days went quite well.

11.  Public Hearing on special assessments for public improvements in the Village of Mazomanie on Emily Road, Ridge Drive, and Forest Edge Drive.  There was no one in attendance for the public hearing.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk to close the public hearing.  Motion carried.
12.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding Lake Marion Update.   Greg Jewell presented a written report outlining 5 possible options for the repair/remodeling/removal of the dam and costs to proceed with the different options.  Addison Pettis said that Section 106 regarding the history of the dam and area is not being followed by the DNR.  Motion by Bill Bennie, second by Raeanne LaCourt to reconnect with the Wolf Run conservancy group to share information and get their input.  The project may be eligible for grants.  Another meeting should be set up as a special board meeting and it should be held as soon as possible.  Motion carried.  Jewell & Assoc. will contact the DNR about funding for the project.  A date for the meeting will be set at a later time.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a proposed date for a special board meeting for Smart Growth Plan.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to have a special board meeting on September 28 at 7:00 p.m. to discuss the Smart Growth plan.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Allen Steele bill.  It was discovered that about 2’ above the sewer main on State St. there is topsoil and this put pressure on the box.  Rich Steele did not know before the project was started that M G & E was going to change the gas line.  This would have made the project go much better, because he would have had them replace the gas line before he worked on the sewer main.  The compression couplings were a problem with the gas line.  Rich also talked to the concrete contractor about the profanity that was used during the project and about the condition of the replaced concrete and made them replace the bad sections at no extra charge.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to approve a payment of $105,756.12 to Allen Steele for the replacement of the sewer main on State St.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding easement payment from ATC and other issues.  Dean called Warren Myers regarding the location of an Alliant pole that was being placed too close to an existing sewer main going across the corner of the easement.  Warren had the Village Office staff fax him a copy of the easement for ATC.  He discovered, when he put the map of the easement against the map of the park, that the easement covers the entire area that the drainage swale that the Village was planning to build to drain the detention pond by the Synergy building.  Either the Village would have to get permission from ATC to locate the drainage swale on the easement or locate the swale on the east end of the soccer field.  We also need access to the sanitary sewer.  ATC will need to stay 20’ away from the sanitary sewer.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item and talk to ATC about the location of the sanitary sewer and the drainage swale plans.  Motion carried.
13.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the special assessments for public improvements in the Village of Mazomanie on Emily Road, Ridge Drive and Forest Edge Drive.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to have Warren do a final assessment report and resolution for the special assessments above.  Larry Lichte would like an easement on the area that is now Village right of way to place a sign for his development.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding follow up on the Gandy Dancer Festival held on August 15, 2009.  Don Meyer, general manager for the Mid-Continent Railway Museum, appeared to see if there were any concerns about the festival.  They would like to come back.  There has been strong community support for the festival.  The museum would like to establish a more permanent presence in the Village.  They have a temporary exhibit in the Mazomanie Regional Heritage Center.  Being in Dane County would help in financing for the museum and festival.  Lowell Holcomb said that he felt the event was tremendous.  The music was outstanding.  He said that the festival was more than welcome to return.  Don said that the festival is geared toward young families and that the committee wanted to develop more activities.  The committee will try to communicate with the Chamber of Commerce next year.  He also requested that, if the Gandy Dancer Festival was to stay here, another electric pedestal be placed closer to Brodhead St. because right now, all of the events are run off of the pedestal in the back of the apartment building.  
3.  Discussion and possible action regarding shouldering Hudson Road.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to approve having Hudson Road shouldered at a cost of $2611.05.  Motion carried.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding Application and Certificate for Payment to D. L. Gasser Construction Company for contracted work on Walter and Emily Road.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to pay the pay request for D. L. Gasser Construction Company for contacted work on Walter and Emily Roads.  Motion carried.  
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding Application for Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s License by the Wild West Days Assoc. for the dates of September 11, 12 and 13, 2009.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Bill Bennie to approve a Temporary Class “B”/”Class B” Retailer’s License by the Wild West Days Assoc. for the dates of September 11, 12 and 13, 2009.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the issuance of operator’s licenses for Corey B. Duhr, Belinda L. Duhr, and Joshua James Ripp.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the above operator’s licenses.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding West Substation Construction Change Order #200955-CO1 by PieperLine.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Peter Huebner to approve change order #200955-CO1 for PieperLine.  Motion carried.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding a possible change in the property insurance deductible.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Bill Bennie to increase the Village’s deductible from $500.00 to $1000.00 with no aggregate.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding an update of the Village/Town Communication Committee Meeting held on August 17, 2009.  If the Town of Mazomanie would change the speed limit on E. Hudson Road, they would need to do a study that would cost $2,000.00.  The County decides what the speed limit will be.  The Town suggested that the Village post the bridge side and the Village side at 35.  It was discovered by some research done by Sue that the Village cannot change the speed limit in the Town under extraterritorial jurisdiction.  

They also discussed the Hudson St. bridge.  The Town restated their position that the bridge will be repaired by them when it has deteriorated enough to get Federal matching funds to do so.  At that point the discussion of the Village annexing the bridge can begin again.  

A study is being done for the Wolf property.


Peter Huebner is the chair for the first year of this committee.  Next year, someone from the Town will be the chair.  The clerks’ duties will change with the location of the chair.

14.  Committees.  2.  Public Utilities.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding the two customer connections on Voss Road.  At the Municipal Wholesale Power Group meeting, Lowell Holcomb approached Anita Gallucci about the conversation that he had with Brian Hood about the duplication of services for the Faga development.  Anita has been representing the Village in this matter.  She talked to one of their attorneys.  They said that if we serviced the customers on Voss Road with our lines, it would change the whole picture for Alliant because they would no longer be served by an Alliant service point.  The service that goes across the Faga development to serve the Garfoot property, would no longer apply.
b.  Discussion and possible action regarding the proposed Territorial Agreement between Wisconsin Power and Light Company and Village of Mazomanie.  Anita wants Lowell Holcomb to talk with Brian Barry – a design engineer – regarding the proposed Territorial Agreement.  She thought we should clear up the Voss Road problem first and then contact Brian Barry.  He wanted to cancel the Sept. 9 meeting and talk to Brian Berry and then talk to Alliant about the service territory.


Black Earth will be servicing the street lights and future stop lights at the intersection of Hwy. 78 and Hwy. 14.  The Black Earth electric territory is within 500’ ft. of the commercial area.  Lowell would also like to talk about Black Earth to obtaining a service boundary agreement within the Village limits.  

4.  Parks & Recreation.  a.  Discussion and possible action regarding security at the Lion’s Park.  The cameras are down again.  Todd has contacted Steve Racek about repairing them.

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Bill Bennie to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.

15.  Announcements.  There was another break in at the library on Tuesday night.  Glass in a window was broken and the alarm went off and scared them off.  


Mike Krawczyk said that he thought that, with the issues of the bridge in the Town and the ATC easement items that had come up, that the board is doing a good job of researching.

16.  Adjournment.  Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Mike Krawczyk to adjourn.  Motion carried.
