REGULAR BOARD MEETING

September 8, 2009

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on September 4, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.  Absent:  Mike Krawczyk.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from August 25, 2009 board meeting.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes as presented with 2 deletions.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  Lowell Holcomb made an announcement that the Wild West Days Association and the wellness fair will be sharing the promenade for Wild West Days as they see fit.  Nancy Viste and Ben Hodgson have signed an agreement to work together on the rental of the promenade.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding an update on the county’s new radio system and possible future fiscal implications.  Pete Peterson reported that there will be no fiscal implications to the Village on the county’s new radio system for 2009, 2010 and hopefully 2011.  The county is putting a new radio system because the FCC declared that all radio systems need to be narrow banded.  There will be  ongoing costs to maintain the new system.  The estimated costs to maintain are $1.44 million per year.  
The County Executive has said that the County will not pay for all of the costs, even though it is a county system.  The 911 board recommended that they assess the Dane County municipalities on a per capita basis based on the average assessed valuation of a property.  The assessment for the Village of Mazomanie will be approximately $3200.00 per year, which calculates to an average of $2.30 per capita.  The county will come to every municipality to find out whether or not they will be signing on to the agreement to pay the assessment.  Signing on would mean they agree with the assessment.  If we decide not to sign on, the 911 center won’t dispatch to your municipality.  
Pete will try to get grants to replace the radios.  The remainder of the funds for the replacement of the radios have been put aside in the budget replacement fund.  With the money that has been set aside, we would be able to pretty much pay for the radios without a grant.
11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding an easement for ATC adjacent to the soccer fields.  ATC has worked with Warren on the concerns regarding the easement.  The sanitary sewer will be grandfathered and they will work with Warren and the Village for the placement and the details for the drainage system to the creek.  It has been discovered that there are no easements for the  distribution system that the Village is building on the west side of Industrial Drive .  ATC will work with the Village in obtaining those easements.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Peter Huebner to approve the easement for ATC adjacent to the soccer fields.
