VILLAGE OF MAZOMANIE
REGULAR BOARD MEETING

December 8, 2009

Present:  Marcial Miquelon, Aaron Otto, Grant Kneidler, Tim Blanke.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on December 4, 2009 and amended on December 7, 2009.
3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Peter Huebner, Raeanne LaCourt, Ray Schlamp (via speakerphone).  Absent:  Bill Bennie, Mike Krawczyk, Addison Pettis.

4.  Additions or Correction/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from November 24, 2009 board meeting.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the November 24, 2009 board meeting with a change.  Motion carried.  It was discovered later that what Black Earth actually wanted was not to join the municipal courts, but to share the judge.
6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  Marcia Miquelon appeared to let the board know that Mazopalooza will be January 7 – 10, 2010.  This year it will only be 3 days instead of 4.  She would like to use the Community Building free of charge or at 50% rent.  They did not get the grant from Cultural Affairs this year.  Friday night will be a free performance.  The consensus of the board was to allow Marcia use the Community Building free of charge for Mazopalooza from January 7 – 10, 2010.  It will be placed on the agenda for formal approval at the next meeting. 


Grant Kneidler questioned whether or not the Village has filed a lawsuit against the DNR and who was paying for it.  He was told that the Village will be going to circuit court and that it would be paid for by the developer.  The Village has not spent anything on defense of the Spring Valley subdivision.
8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  Tim Blanke reported that he and Stacy brought 4 kids to Madison to go shopping with Shop with a Cop.  They each received $150.00 to spend on gifts.  They shopped, wrapped their gifts and ate pizza.  Mazomanie and Black Earth were recognized because their businesses donated more money toward the program than any other communities except Madison.  


There have been several thefts in the area by juveniles.  The police are keeping an eye on several kids that they suspect in the case.  


There was a case of child abuse reported.  It is looking like bad parenting.  They are also keeping an eye on this.


Tim made one stop on Hudson Road for going too fast for conditions.  He hasn’t noticed any speeding on Hudson Road since the speed limit changed.

11.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding forming a joint municipal court with Black Earth.  Black Earth has been using our judge.  They wanted a letter giving them permission to use our judge.  We have found out that this can’t legally be done.  Because Phil Endres is elected by Mazomanie, he can’t legally serve in Black Earth.  The next step would be to join municipal courts.  Then the judge would be elected by both municipalities.  Each municipality would be able to enforce their own ordinances.  We would both would need an ordinance creating a multi-jurisdictional court.  We may have to have one location for a central court.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to table this item and send it to the Public Protection Committee and get some more information from Tim Fenner.  Phil Endres will be at the meeting.  Motion carried.

14.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding a donation of the arrowhead sign from the old Marquardt, Carlson & Koeck building to the Village from Lindy Peckham to be placed on the front of the Community Building.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item because Lindy was unable to attend the meeting.  Motion carried.
2.  Discussion and possible action regarding a resolution in response to the letter from the DNR regarding the USA amendment in the Spring Valley development.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to approve the resolution in response to the letter from the DNR regarding the USA amendment in the Spring Valley development.  The costs will be borne by the developer.  The Village will be the lead on the suit, but the costs will be billed to the developer.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the appointment of election inspectors for 2010-2011.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Ray Schlamp to approve the appointment of election inspectors for 2010-2011.  Motion carried.

4.  Discussion and possible action regarding participation in the Dane Co. emergency radio maintenance program.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to table this item to the next meeting.  The Dane County Cities and Village Association and Towns Association will be meeting to discuss this item.  Motion carried.

5.  Discussion and possible action regarding the renewal of the Joining Forces for Families in the Community Building.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to renew the contract for the rental of the Community Building for Joining Forces for Families.  Motion carried.
6.  Discussion and possible action regarding the inclusion of Mazomanie in an update of the Dane County Regional Groundwater Model.  Sue was contacted regarding this item in May of 2009 to put in the 2010 budget.  She forgot to put in on the written copy of the budget.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to table this item until more members of the board are present.  Motion carried.

7.  Discussion and possible action regarding whether or not to have a board meeting on December 22, 2009.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to allow Sue to release the bills for December 31, 2009 and bring them to the board during the 1st board meeting in January and to not meet on December 22.  Motion carried.

8.  Discussion and possible action regarding two letters of support for the Lake Marion research project.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve two letters of support for the Lake Marion research project.  Motion carried.  Sue will send copies of the letters to Greg Jewell.

18.  Announcements.  The lights are on in the promenade all night.  They are tied into the electric eye from the street lights.
