REGULAR BOARD MEETING

January 13, 2009

Present:  Darrold Hook, Don Meyer, Toby Kanter, Jodi Hutzenbuehler, Stacy Dura-Jacobs, Laurie Lueck, Dean Sanftleben, Dawn Keller, Natalie & Audra Beil, Larry Stuckman, Warren Myers.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m. by President Pro-Tem Lowell Holcomb in the absence of Scott Stokes.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on January 9, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Carol Linley, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.  Absent:  Scott Stokes.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to approve the agenda with the following change:  Move #7 under New Business to #1 under New Business.  Motion carried.

5.  Approve minutes from December 16, 2008 board meeting.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the December 16, 2008 board meeting with typographical corrections.  Motion carried.

6.  Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  The Village presented a plaque to Warren Myers for the time and services he has donated to the Village of Mazomanie.  He has volunteered his services for the Lake Marion Dam project, the updating of the subdivision code, the road to the bluff and flood plain related activities.  He is always very available to the Village for consulting services, often at no charge.  He has worked with the Village as our primary engineer since 1980 and has always gone above and beyond what the Village expected of him and his firm.  
8.  Deputy in Charge Report.  The report was written.

11.  Public Hearing regarding the adoption of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources Flood Plain Ordinance.  There was a question regarding the differences between the two ordinances.  Warren said that the new ordinance differed very little from the old ordinance.  The big change was to adopt the new flood plain map, which, for Mazomanie, was not a very big change because the map had not changed.  

Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to close the public hearing at 7:15 p.m.  Motion carried.

12.  Old Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding bringing Jodi on full time.  This item was brought back to the board because an action taken in November said that the decision on whether or not to bring Jodi on full time was tabled until the end of the year and the funding was to be left in the budget.  The budget was approved without the funding, but the decision to bring Jodi on full time was not acted on.  This action would clean up that outstanding action.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to not bring Jodi on full time.  Roll call vote:  Mike Krawczyk, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, no.  Carol Linley, no.  Addison Pettis, yes.  Ray Schlamp, abstain.  Motion fails because of a tie.  

Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to table this item until the next budget cycle.  Roll call vote:  Mike Krawczyk, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Addison Pettis, yes.  Ray Schlamp, yes.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding awarding a contract for purchasing a substation transformer.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Raeanne LaCourt to purchase a substation transformer from WEG Electric Corporation for a base price of $648,415.00.  The price will be held for the second transformer for 6 months if the second phase for Cardinal Glass is approved.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding the topography/grading ordinance.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Carol Linley to approve the topography/grading ordinance as changed contingent upon approval by the attorney.  Motion carried.
13.  New Business.  7.  Discussion and possible action regarding operator’s licenses for Toby David Kanter and Pam Ellen Johnson.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve an operator’s license for Pam Ellen Johnson.  Motion carried.

There was a problem discovered with the background check for Toby David Kanter.  He has been granted an operator’s license in Middleton, Black Earth and the Town of Mazomanie without a problem.  He explained the circumstances surrounding his violations and the fact that he has been without police contact for 7 years.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to approve an operator’s license for Toby David Kanter.  Motion carried.

1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Village sponsoring a Dane County Cultural Affairs grant application for the 2009 Gandy Dancer Festival.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the Village sponsoring a Dane County Cultural Affairs grant application for the 2009 Gandy Dancer Festival.  Motion carried.

2.  Discussion and possible action regarding the adoption of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources Flood Plain Ordinance.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the adoption of Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources Flood Plain Ordinance.  Motion carried.

3.  Discussion and possible action regarding a payment request and change order for Allen Steele Company for the Cardinal Glass water and sewer project.  The change order is for adding a casing around the water main to go under the railroad tracks.  This was done as a mandate by the railroad.  The four laterals that were included in the payment request will be billed to the property owners.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve a payment request and change order for Allen Steele Company for the Cardinal Glass water and sewer project.  Motion carried.
4.  Discussion and possible action regarding awarding a contract for construction labor to construct underground feeders to the Cardinal Glass plant.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve awarding a contract for construction labor to construct underground feeders to the Cardinal Glass plant to Pieper Line Construction at a bid price of $70,600.00.  Motion carried.
5.  Discussion and possible action regarding awarding a stormwater management system for the substation.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Addison Pettis to approve the construction of a joint stormwater management plan with ATC on the ATC site with the options of raising the grade and running the stormwater to the Cardinal detention facility or building our own pond with ATC and leaving the grade as is.  Motion carried.

6.  Discussion and possible action regarding an increase in Larry Stuckman’s contract for construction of the new substation.  There has been some work done for Plastic Ingenuity regarding monitoring their power.  Larry has done some work on it.  There is a meeting set up for Thursday.  The board felt that because this work is not to the advantage of the utility, it should be billed to Plastic Ingenuity.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Ray Schlamp to table this item until we receive an itemized list of the expenditures.  Motion amended by Mike Krawczyk, second amended by Ray Schlamp to include an explanation of why each item is being done.  Motion carried.
8.  Discussion and possible action regarding a Class B Beer/Class B Liquor License for “A Finer Taste”.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Addison Pettis to approve a Class B Beer/Class B Liquor License for “A Finer Taste”.  Motion carried.
9.  Discussion and possible action regarding establishment of a fee for false security alarm calls on private property.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Mike Krawczyk to table this item to find out what the cause of the false alarms is and what the actual cost is to respond.  Stacy Dura-Jacobs said that last year there were 8 false alarm calls at Roundy’s.  The board felt that a letter should be drafted to all of the  businesses to let them know when the fee will go into effect.  Motion rescinded by Raeanne LaCourt, second rescinded by Mike Krawczyk.  Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Raeanne LaCourt to levy fees for false security alarm calls in $100.00 increments per incident beginning with the 3rd call in one calendar year.  The fees will be effective April 15th.  The businesses are to be notified.  Motion carried.

14.  Committees.  4.  Parks & Recreation.  a.  Westland Promenade Committee Report.  There was no meeting.  

6.  Finance.  a.  Payment of the bills.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Ray Schlamp to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
16.  CLOSED SESSION pursuant to WI State Statutes 19.85(1)(c) considering employment, promotion, compensation or performance evaluation data of any public employee over which the governmental body has jurisdiction or exercises responsibility regarding Dean Sanftleben’s return to work from a workman’s comp injury.  Motion by Carol Linley, second by Raeanne LaCourt to have the board only go into closed session under the above statute.  Roll call vote:  Mike Krawczyk, yes.  Raeanne LaCourt, yes.  Carol Linley, yes.  Addison Pettis, yes.  Ray Schlamp, yes.  Lowell Holcomb, yes.  Motion carried.

17.  OPEN SESSION at approximately 8:15 to p.m. to take possible action regarding items discussed in closed session.    Motion by Carol Linley, second by Mike Krawczyk to go into open session at 9:21 p.m.  Motion carried.

Motion by Ray Schlamp, second by Mike Krawczyk that the Public Works Committee will get together a schedule for Dean after receiving an authorization from the doctor that Dean can return to work with the limitations and percentages. One day next week they will have a Public Works meeting to draft a schedule of what they think he can do.”  They also want a list of what Dean can do in more detail.  The board asked Dean what percentage healed he is from his surgery.  Dean said that the closest he can get from his doctor is 45%.  The Public Works committee will prioritize the list.  Motion carried.
15.  Announcements.  Sue Dietzen announced that “Science Outpost” will be opening up at the Mazomanie Elementary school on the second floor.  The UW will be locating a high tech science lab in the Mazomanie Elementary school and hopefully this will help the kids get ready for the science classes and the high school and to enhance the science program in the district.  They are also hoping that this will draw more kids into the district.  

18.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Carol Linley to adjourn.  Motion carried.
