JOINT TOWN/VILLAGE OF MAZOMANIE BOARD MEETING
April 23, 2009

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on April 21, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Village of Mazomanie:  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Peter Huebner, Mike Krawczyk, Addison Pettis, Ray Schlamp.  Absent:  Raeanne LaCourt.

Town of Mazomanie:  Present:  Fred Wolf, Dan Behringer, Melody Moore, Ron Boylan.

4.  Additions or Correction/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Addison Pettis, second by Peter Huebner to approve the agenda.  Motion carried.

5.  Joint meeting of the Town Board of the Town of Mazomanie and the Village Board of the Village of Mazomanie to discuss issues of common concern, including but not limited to: potential annexations, development of real estate within each community, areas for joint cooperation and mutual aid, improvement in communications between the communities, transportation, street and highway, planning and zoning concerns and storm water management issues.  The foregoing items may be discussed and action may be taken.  It was stated that there has been a lack of communication between the Village and Town.  Each entity doesn’t know what the other one is doing.  Fred Wolf suggested that a committee be formed with one member of each board and one member of each Plan Commission to keep the lines of communication open that would meet periodically.  Any major development should be communicated.  The Town didn’t know what was happening with the Faga development.  We could also exchange minutes and agendas for board meetings and Plan Commissions with each other.  That would allow the Committee to study events before they’re acted on at the appropriate board levels.  The Committee meeting will be noticed.  No action will be taken by this committee.  


The survey is now being done for the Eva Wolf conservancy area.  Norb Scribner needs to give the okay and let Thom Grenlie know what needs to be done.  It will probably be done by about the 15th of the month.  After that they can ask for annexation.  The land will be donated to the Village and the Village will donate it to the Wolf Run Foundation.   The Town of Mazomanie will be grinding down the bridge and then putting a new deck on it.  They need to have the big crown taken off and make it more level.  The bridge will be annexed and the whole road to the western corner of Pailing’s lot line.  

Frank Wolf has a 20’ by 100’ easement that will be annexed to the Village to make his property conform to the Village ordinances.  6.8 acres will be annexed and donated.  Before any money is paid that concerns the village, an engineer will look at the bridge.  They would like to get the annexation started within 60 days.  Everything that is done is subject to the other 11 kids.  Fred Wolf is a representative of the family only.


A copy of the final Comp Plan will go to the Town of Mazomanie.  Sharing the plan will help with the growth plan.  It was suggested that we tie the amount of houses allowed to be built to the number of houses that are available before more land is developed.  When the Village is approached for annexation, the joint committee would discuss it.  We need to organize the growth.  

The total road right-of-way is annexed for maintenance purposes.  We need to discuss road maintenance because of E. Hudson Road.  An agreement could be made with the Town of Mazomanie for the maintenance of E. Hudson Road.


There was a lengthy discussion regarding the sewer and water to the Faga property.  


A regional plan regarding flooding can be discussed with the new communication committee.   There will be public hearings and agreements will take place before things are finalized.


There was also a discussion regarding the reduction of speed on E. Hudson Road to 35 m.p.h.  It was suggested that extraterritorial jurisdiction be used to lower the speed limit.  The Town of Mazomanie can only lower the speed limit 10 miles at the most or they have to have to have traffic studies done.  There was also a discussion regarding truck traffic.


There was also a discussion regarding a resolution to support the Faga project.  Lowell Holcomb mentioned whether the complaints for the Faga project would be moot if the sewer route were changed.


We should also be thinking about transportation issues.  

Motion by Ron Boylan, second by Mike Krawczyk to adjourn.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:18 p.m.
