SPECIAL BOARD MEETING

September 3, 2009

Present:  Scott Stokes, Sharon Craney, Brianna Burns, Ken Potter, Stephen Born, Greg Jewell, Ed Lilla, Virgil Matz, Jeri Springstead, Dennis Schaefer, Earl Rettenmund.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on August 27, 2009.

3.  Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Raeanne LaCourt, Addison Pettis.  Absent:  Mike Krawczyk, Ray Schlamp.

4.  Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda as presented.  Motion carried.

5.  New Business.  1.  Discussion and possible action regarding the Lake Marion dam project.  The report was written.  Pumping stations cannot be funded through the DNR grants.  

We may be able to find funding through private funds.  Fish ladders can be installed in either alternative #4 or #5.  Trout do climb fish ladders.
More than the dam is at stake.  The Wolf Run committee is much more far reaching than the dam.  They are looking at the recreational opportunities.  They don’t represent just the Village.  They will be working with the Towns and Village of Arena, Black Earth, Mazomanie, etc.  

We have to address the order from the DNR.  This needs to be worked out in time for the funding in October.   All of the alternatives with a pump need to have 3 phase power.
When the WI Conservation Commission ceased owning the lake, it was losing a lot of water.  Ken Potter’s group has the capability of studying this.  We also need to address and watch the sediment in the creek.

We have more flooding now than within the last 10 years.  If we take the dam out and lower the level in the creek and keep the water in the creek, we would improve the water quality.  We need to keep the water in the creek for the 2” or 3” rain.  The Villages and Towns of Black Earth, Cross Plains and Mazomanie need to be involved.  We could be the regional draw to the driftless area.

Steve Born said that flood management has changed dramatically.  Trouts Unlimited does not want to get rid of the dam.  They want to enhance Lake Marion.  This goes beyond the environmental opportunity involving stream revitalization, rehabilitation of the lake system, wetland reconstruction, easement and trail systems, work going on downstream that gives us a potential recreational corridor to the WI River and canoeing, some additional flood management which is an important part of a regional scheme with our industrial park to get renewable energy operations to relate to Cardinal.  CEO’s of these corporations are looking for quality lifestyles, good trail systems, recreational opportunities and a vital community.
Ken Potter will look at the stream and flood plain restoration and trails with the students.  They will also look at stream restoration possibilities and flood plain restoration, alternatives for trails, etc.  They can tap the resources throughout the UW system.  The student group will include college and high school students.  Ken and Steve both said that removal of the dam will have no adverse effect on the natural resources.
We are going to have to talk to the DNR about the big picture about:

· We need a letter from Konny that says that we’re not under order anymore.

· Ken Potter’s group will report back to us by December, 2009 with some results and it will be completed in August 2010.

· The final plan will be submitted 1 year + from now with a management recommendations and some parties will be grant writing.  There are a lot of people that have access to resources that will be interested in this project.
· We will need to put out proposals and funding.

· We could be done in 4 years based on the project history.

Steve Born, Ken Potter, Greg Jewell will meet with Konny Margovsky at the DNR offices.  The Wolf Run has 7 acres of Wolf property and the John Wick donation that can be used as in kind.

Motion by Lowell Holcomb, second by Peter Huebner to hire Greg Jewell to represent the Village to go to the DNR.  Motion carried.

Greg Jewell, Steve Born and Ken Potter will set the meeting up with the DNR.  The funds will be added to the 2010 budget.

6.  Adjournment.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Addison Pettis to adjourn.  Motion carried.

The meeting was adjourned at 8:32 p.m.
