REGULAR VILLAGE BOARD MEETING

May 25, 2010

Present:  Pete Peterson, Ralph Vernig, Patrick Cleary, Ken Maly, Dustin & Kathryn Eilert, Addison Pettis, Brian Hinrichs, Laurie Lueck, Dan Stark.

1.  Call meeting to order.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.
2. Proof of posting.  The meeting was properly posted on May 21, 2010.
3. Roll call.  Present:  Lowell Holcomb, Bill Bennie, Peter Huebner, Grant Kniedler, Mike Krawczyk, Raeanne LaCourt, Ray Schlamp.
4. Additions or Corrections/Approval of Agenda.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the agenda moving #8 under New Business to #2 under New Business.  Motion carried.

5. Approve minutes from April 28, 2010 special board meeting and May 11, 2010 board meeting.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve the minutes from the April 28, 2010 special board meeting with changes and corrections.  Motion carried.
Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Grant Kniedler to approve the minutes from the May 11, 2010 board meeting with corrections.  Motion carried.

6. Appearances & Significant Correspondence.  There were no appearances.
8.  Vanguard Commission Update.  Ralph will check on the street light that’s out in the Heffron subdivision by the park.  Ralph brought up the fact that the Village should consider rodent control of some kind on the new substation.  He got a bid of $3500.00 to protect the breakers and transformers.

9.  Chamber of Commerce Update.  The Chamber of Commerce had a meeting and discussed Fun Days, the Halloween Festivities.  The Chamber will be incorporating a beach theme for Fun Days.  Halloween is scheduled to start with a funeral procession.  They are also going to redo the by-laws.  Grant reported that Nancy Viste hopes to have all of her buildings rented by the end of summer.  Sue reported that there is the possibility of an Irish Pub and gift shop going into Bob Brumley’s old building.  Mike suggested that the highway businesses should be included more in Chamber activities.
10.  Update on Dane County Cities and Villages Association Meeting.  Verona was turned down, so we may have new allies.  DCCVA is filling vacancies for their board.

11.  Update on Financial Statements.  The Board received copies of the list of bank accounts from Sue Dietzen.  Peter Huebner warned that the Board approach the funds with caution and not spend them all at once.  Peter received a detailed report on the salt and sand purchases from Sue.  He feels that there are no checks and balances in place and we need to gain some control on spending.  He will schedule a Finance meeting to discuss the Village finances.

12.  Update on EMS.  The officers are the same.  5 new members have completed theclasses.  The service applied for a $30,000.00 grant toward the purchase of a defibrillator.  The new system, called a STEMI, will allow the information to be sent directly to the hospital.  The draft budget will be presented in July and the final budget will be approved in August.  Agendas for the meetings will be e-mailed to all of the board members and alternates except one.  A TRIP (Tax Refund Intercept Program) has been set up to collect unpaid bills.  This program along with the collection agency has brought in some unpaid funds.  A survey has been sent to the membership regarding staffing.  Jim Wick said that there are 44 members and 44 members staff the ambulance.  
12.  Old Business.  1.  Resolution supporting the WI Plan Recovery Initiative Assessment.  The Board wanted language inserted in the resolution stating that the costs will not exceed the grant amount.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve the resolution supporting the WI Plan Recovery Initiative Assessment with the striking of the reference to Village of Mazomanie funds being used to pay Foth & Van Dyke if the grant is awarded (the funds come out of the grant) and changing secretary/clerk to Clerk/Treasurer.  Motion carried.  

2.  Contract with Foth & Van Dyke and scope of work to write the grant and administer the WI Plan Recovery Initiative Assessment.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk to approve a contract with Foth & Van Dyke with the line inserted that the total costs will not exceed the grant.  Motion carried.

3.  Downtown Planning Grant.  The Village was approved for a downtown planning grant for $30,000.00 total costs.  The Village’s match would be $15,000.00 and the grant would be $15,000.00.  We can make the request smaller.  We need to decide how much we want to match.  The board should prioritize the projects in the request.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Bill Bennie to bring this item up at the next meeting and have the board prioritize the 10 items outlined in the grant to figure out how much the Village wants to spend on the projects.  Copies of the projects will be sent to the Community Development Authority for comment and they will be invited to attend the meeting.  Motion carried.
4.  Award bids for 2010 Sanitary Sewer Rehabilitation.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Peter Huebner to award the 2010 Sanitary Sewer rehabilitation bid to McCann per Warren Myers’ recommendation.  Motion carried.
5.  Village website.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Mike Krawczyk that we continue with Jean Wiegand and investigate what it would cost to create and maintain a website.  Sue will continue to go to the website monthly and get changes to Jean.  The website is the biggest advertising tool for the Village.  We should try to expand the website to include the industrial park and available lots.  Motion carried.

13.  New Business.  1.  Application from Dustin & Kathryn Eilert for TIF #5 matching funds for repairs to their home located at 46 E. Hudson St. under blight elimination.  Addison Pettis appeared on behalf of the Community Development Authority and said that they had approved the awarding of $5,000.00 as matching funds toward this project.  The house is not in the historic district, so they are not subject to their restrictions.  The funds will be disbursed after the completion of the project.  Motion by Grant Kniedler, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve $5,000.00 TIF #5 matching funds to Dustin & Kathryn Eilert for repairs to their home located at 46 E. Hudson St. under blight elimination.  Motion carried.

8.  Payment of Pieperline invoice.  The west substation is carrying load.  Pieperline will be coming back to complete the programming when the telephone line is in.  There are four change orders associated with this payment.  One of them is for $3,864.21 for costs associated with the late arrival of the transformer.  This amount should be billed to and paid by WEG, who provided the transformer,  before the 10% retainage is released.  They also need to fix a gasket and an indicating meter is installed.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Grant Kniedler to retain $3864.21 until the phone line is in and the work is completed.  Motion and second amended to approve payment to Pieperline contingent upon the work being completed within 2 weeks of being notified that the phone line is in at no additional cost.  Motion carried.
2.  Placement of sidewalks along Hwy. 14 in conjunction with the repair/reconstruction of Hwy. 14.  Motion by Grant Kniedler, second by discussion to place sidewalks on both sides of Hwy. 14 east to west from Hwy. KP to Wick Drive when Hwy. 14 is repaired/reconstructed.  Motion carried.  Ray Schlamp and Raeanne LaCourt voted opposed.
3.  Resolution to not support a roundabout at the intersection of Hwy. 14 and Brodhead St.  Motion by Raeanne LaCourt, second by Peter Huebner to approve a resolution to not support a roundabout at the intersection of Hwy. 14 and Brodhead St.  Grant Kniedler stated that roundabouts are the way of the future.  There were some changes to be made in the resolution.  Motion amended by Raeanne LaCourt, second amended by Mike Krawczyk to approve a resolution to not support a roundabout at the intersection of Hwy. 14 and Brodhead St. with changes.  Motion carried.
4.  NIMS training for elected governing officials by June 30.  Pete Peterson said that about a year ago, he participated in a grant application for radios.  The grant was awarded for $1 million.  This will be split between 22 municipalities.  Our portion will be about $45,000.00 to be used toward the purchase of radios.  The Village match is 20%.  The grant requires that recipients of the grant be NIMS (National Incident Management Service) compliant.  Board members need to take the class by June 30.  The class can be taken online.  They will need to take the 1C-100 & 1CS-700 classes.  This class is a FEMA requirement.  Pete Peterson will send the link to Sue and she will distribute it to the board members.
5.  Subordination agreement for WDF loan #6.  Motion by Grant Kniedler, second by Peter Huebner to approve a subordination agreement for WDF loan #6.  Motion carried.
6.  Close Crescent St. from Brodhead St. to alley by the post office from 11:00 to 3:00 on July 31 for fashion show in conjunction with Fun Days.  This item should have been posted for closing of the road for Garage Sale Days.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Bill Bennie to table this item.  Motion carried.
7.  Allow Phil Endres to patrol Lake Marion with his ATV.  Motion by Mike Krawczyk, second by Raeanne LaCourt to bring his ATV to Lake Marion and patrol and pick up garbage.  Motion carried.

14.  Committees.  1.  Personnel.  The union negotiations were delayed because the attorney was ill. 

2.  Public Utilities.  There will be a meeting on June 7 at 6:30.  The agenda will include stormwater utility meetings and the boundary agreement.  

3.  Public Works & Property.  There will be a Public Works meeting on Thursday night.

4.  Parks & Recreation.  There will be a Special Board meeting at the Turk shelter on Wednesday night at 6:00.

5.  Public Protection & Ordinance.  There was no report.

6.  Finance.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Raeanne LaCourt to approve payment of the bills as presented.  Motion carried.
15.  Announcements.  Ogilvie Painting has gotten an offer from a property owner to rent to them for $100.00 per month, which is considerably lower than they are paying at the Community Building.  They were wondering if the Village would be willing to lower the rent at the Community Building to match the other offer.  The consensus of the board was that they would not be willing to lower the rent.  
16.  Adjournment.  Motion by Peter Huebner, second by Bill Bennie to adjourn.  Motion carried.
